TO THE SENATE AND HOUSE OF REPRESENTAriviS OF 

UNITED STATES OF AMERICA IN CONGRESS ASSEMBLED:

I have the honor to report on the administration of the Foreign

Agents R®giatration Act of 1938, as amended, pursuant to Section 11

of that Act which reads as follows:

"The Attorney General shall, from time to time, make a
report to the Congress concerning the administration of
this Act, including the nature, sources, and content of
political propaganda disseminated or distributed."

The report deals principally with the period from June 1942, when

the administration of the Act was transferred to the Department f

Justice from the Department of State, to December 31, 1944.



PART ONE

INTRODUCTION

The Foreign Agents Registration Act, originally enacted in 1938,

was amended in minor particulars in 1939 and more extensively in 1942.

Its policy and purpose are expressed in the 1942 amendments as follows:

"It is hereby declared to be the policy and purpose of
this Act to protect the national defense, internal
security, and foreign relations of the United States
by requiring public disclosure by persons engaging in
propaganda activities and other activities for or on
behalf of foreign governments, foreign political parties,
and other foreign principals so that the Government and
the people of the United States may be informed of the
identity of such persons and may appraise their statements
and actions in the light of their associations and activi-
ties."

Adoption of the statute in 1938 was responsive to the propaganda

and related activities in the United States of many persons who, and r

foreign inspiration, were seeking to obtain support for political con-

cepts and systems prevailing in other countries, or to influence our

domestic and foreign policies, not uncommonly with respect to political

developments abroad. The foreign interest or influence in these activi-

ties was often concealed, and much of the propaganda, emanating from

areas in which the fundamental freedoms of speech, press, and worship

had been destroyed, conflicted sharply with our traditions and institu-

tions,

The Congress, in conformity with a firm purpose not to impair the

"right of freedom of speech, or of a free press, or other constitutional
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1/
rights," determined to cope with this problem through a disclosure

system designed to reveal to the American public the identity and act-

ivities of persons acting on behalf of foreign governments, foreign

political parties, and other foreign entities pursuing political objec-

tives in the United States. In adopting this approach, the Congress

followed familiar precedents in this area and others. Among these are

th disclosure features of previous legislation applicable to agents of

foreign governments (40 Stat. 217,226); to ownership of and advertisements

in second-class publications (37 Stat. 539,553);; to foreign-made goods

(46 Stat. 590,687); and to the sale and distribution of securities, to

the operations of security exchanges, and to public utility holding com-

panies (48 Stat. 74, 48 Stat. 881, 49 Stat. 803).

The situation prevailing at the time the Act was adopted has

been modified materially by intervening events. The propaganda activi-

ties of agents of the Axis countries were largely eliminated by our

entry into the war and the consequent application of wartime security

measures. On the other hand, as the conquests of the Axis were extend-

ed, there developed a corresponding growth in informational or propaganda

operations on the part or on behalf of nations attacked or over-run ,.a

growth which continued after our entry into the war. Hence, as thé

report elsewhere shows, much of the activity subject to the Act since

its administration was assigned to this D partment in 1942 has been

that of the agencies and officials of governments allied or associated

with the United States in the conduct of the war. Their propaganda is

concerned in large measure with their respective contributions to the

common cause, their resistance to the Axis, other war topics of mutual

interest, and aspects of their history and culture. Such materials,

which are generally designed to create reservoirs of good will, rep-

resent a broad departure on the basis of content from the type of

foreign-inspired propaganda that led to enactment of the statute.

That these activities of allied nations have been conducted for th

most part on the basis of full disclosure is one of the most substan-

tial accomplishments of the Act during the war years.

The history and declared policy of the Act make clear that C tig-

ress desired that the disclosure aim of the statute be achieved as

fully as possible. In consequence, the Department has endeavored,

with the cooperation of the Department of State, to foster wide under-

standing of the Act and a maximum of co-operative compliance with it.

The measures adopted to this end and their administrative results are

described in detail in the Report and accompanying appendices. At-

tention is directed, in particular, to Appendix IV which contains ab-

stracts of the information reported by each of the organizations or

individuals filing under the Act during the period of its administram.

tion by the Department of Justice. These individual summaries in-

clude the identity of the agent and of his foreign principal, the

nature of th relationship between them, and th servic s th agent

Performs. Wher th agent engag s in inf rmational, propaganda, or
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publicity activities, the data reported is given in greater detail and

shows, so far as practicable, the nature and extent of the activities

disclosed. A more elaborate analysis of the content of the propaganda

distributed by those complying with the Act would impose a greater ad-

ministrative burden than the Department can bear under present war con-

ditions.
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CHAPTER I 

PERSONS SUBJECT TO THE ACT

The disclosure requirements of the Foreign Agents Registration Act

apply to anyone who is an "agent of a foreign principal," as defined in

the statute, and who is not within certain exemption categories.

The term "foreign principal," defined in Section 1(b), includes

any foreign government, any foreign political party, and, with the

exception of certain United States citizens and domestic organizations,

any individual or private organization outside the United States. It

likewise includes any individual affiliated with or directed, control-

led, or financed by a foreign government or foreign political party, and

any organization subsidized by any foreign individual or body, public

or private. Organizations and individuals within the United States may,

therefore, frequently constitute "foreign principals."

In the main, a person may occupy the statutory agency status

created by the term "agent of a foreign principal" either because his

relationship with a foreign principal is one of several general and

familiar types, or because he engages in certain specified kinds of

activities for, or in conjunction with, a foreign principal as defined.

The relationship approach is illustrated by the inclusion of any "pub-

lic-relations counsel, publicity agent, information-service employe ,

servant, agent, representative or attorney for a foreign principal,"

The text of the Act and of the Rules and Regulations prescribed by the
Attorney General will be found in Appendix I of this Report, pp. 39-76.
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and of any officer or member of the active or reserve military forces,

and any other official, of a foreign government or foreign political

party. In terms of activities, the statutory agency includes anyone who

collects information for or reports it to a foreign principal; who re-

ceives funds or compensation from, or solicits or disburses money or

things of value for, any foreign principal; or who acts upon the order,

request, or direction of any such principal.

Th statutory agency as thus delineated merits two general comments.

First, the Act does not limit itself to common law concepts in defining

who is an agent for its purposes. Thus it includes certain relationships

not n c asarily within the familiar agency sphere, and does not expressly

require that some specific activities placed in the statutory category

be performed within the context of an agency relationship as commonly

and rstood.

In the second place, participation in propaganda activities is, in

large part, not a prerequisite to the existence of a statutory agency.

This result follows-from the legislative objective, under the general

purpos of the Act "to protect the national defense, internal security,

and foreign relations of the United States," to secure disclosure of

relationships and activities which, while not necessarily of a propaganda

charact r, may have a significant political aspect. warranting disclosure.

This may be true of the transmis siOn of information or funds abroad, ow

of the services performed by attorneys or other - agents and representa-

tives included in the statutory definition of agency. On the other hand,

the operation of the disclosure requirements is considerably narrowed by
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a number of exemptions for activiti a conduct d without political f a-

tures in the broad spheres of international trade and cultural int r-

change, and these exemptions tend to focus the disclosure requirements

upon those agents of foreign principals who do engage in propaganda or

information activities.

In Section 1(d) , the Act exempts from the agency classification,

and consequently from the operation of the disclosure requirements, any

domestic news or press service, and any newspaper, magazine, or other

publication for which a statement of ownership is on file with the Post-

master General, engaged in "bona fide news or journalistic activities"

and not foreign-owned, controlled, or financed. In Section 3(d) and

3(e), the Act exempts from the registration and related requirements

those agents who act in furtherance of the trade and commerce of their :

foreign principals, provided such agents are engaged only in "private,

nonpolitical" activities, and those agents who are engaged "only" in

religious, scholarlc, academic, scientific or artistic pursuits.

The area of operation of the disclosure provisions is Furth r re-

duced by other exemptions set forth in Section 3. Among these is an

exemption for those soliciting funds to be used for humanitarian pur-

poses abroad if the solicitation is pursued with the authority of the

President's War Relief Control Board. Under other provisions, duly

accredited diplomatic and consular officers of foreign governments are

completely exempted. Exemption is also accorded to other foreign of-

ficials and employees if their status and duties are of public record

at the Department of State and if their functions'do not encompass
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publicity or propaganda activities. These last exemptions have been

susceptible of comparatively clear interpretation in most instances, due

to the growing practice of friendly foreign governments, generally speak-

ing, to conduct their informational operations in this country through

agencies and officials especially designated for such functions .

Finally, the Act specifies a type of limited exemption which, if

availed of, creates an alternative méthod of compliance with the statute.

This is contained in Section 3(f), which provides that any statutory

agent whose principal is a government of a foreign country the defense

of which the President deems vital to the defense of the United States

may be relieved of compliance with the public registration and attendant

disclosure requirements, if there is filed with the Attorney General

such information as he may require concerning the agent and his activi-

ties, and if the agent identifies himself as such on all his communica-

tions to the public. This optional method of compliance as to such

agents was inserted in the Act shortly after the United States entered

the war, and was designed to avoid such interferences as the public

registration provisions might interpose to the rapid and constant ex-

change of representatives concerned with advancing the common war effort.



CHAPTER II

DISCLOSURE PROCEDURES UNDER THE ACT

In regard to the procedures under the Act for effectuation of its

disclosure policy, it should be borne in mind that since 1941 there

have existed two main methods of compliance, depending upon the nature

of the agent's foreign principal. If the foreign principal is not a

foreign government cooperating with the United estates in the present

war, the agent must file public registration statements and obsery

related requirements stated with particularity in the Act. If the

agent's foreign principal is such a cooperating government, the agent

is entitled under Section 3(1) of the Act to an exemption from tne

public registration procedure anú related requirements, provided that

there be filed witn tne Attorney General sucn information as he  may

require concerning the identity and activities of the agent, and that

the agent identify himself as such on all nis communications to the

public.

There follows a more detailed description of these two different

methods of compliance with the Act.

Public-Registration Procedure

As his first step, any agent subject to public registration must

file, within ten days after his agency status begins, a registration

statement. Section 2(a) of the Act specifies in considerable detail

the information such a statem nt must contain. In general, the prin-

cipal it ms to be disclosed are:
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1. The name, address, business, and employees of, and other iden-

tification data concerning the registrant.

2. The name and address of and other identification data concern-

ing each foreign principal of the agent, and the nature of any ownership,

control, support, or supervision of the foreign principal by others,

particularly foreign governments or foreign political parties.

3. All agreements between the agent and each principal and a full

description of all activities of the registrant as an agent.

4. The sources and amounts of all funds received by the agent in

onnection with or in furtherance of the agency, together with similar

information concerning funds expended.

Qu stions and items pertinent to these matters are contained in

the registration forms prescribed by the Attorney General. These force

ar likewise designed to elicit detailed information concerning the

nature and extent of the publicity activities of the registrant, such

as sp eches, lectures, broadcasts, press releases, and publications,

since th se are prime methods of affecting public opinion. The regis-

trant must also provide pertinent data concerning his principal employees

or associates and, if the registrant is an organisation, a special form

must b submitted for each officer and director, together with lists of

other employees. This information concerning personnel serves both to

depi t the agency picture adequately, and to permit intelligent deter-

minati n of the question whether the activities and responsibilities of

particular individuals are such as to warrant their separate registration.

Corr sponding items ar contained in the forms for suppl mental

statements, which 5 ction 2(b) of th Act r quires be filed at succeed-

ing six-months' int rvals. Thus registration is not accomplished by the
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filing of a single statement, but is a continuous proc ss designed

to make the information accurate, complete, and current while th

agency persists. Termnation of the agency relationship marks, of

course, the time as of which the obligation to report ceases. Proced-

urally, this is handled by the filing of a final supplemental stet ment

and the entry of a corresponding notation on the records of the Depart-

ment.

Agents subject to the public-registration procedure who distribute

material of a "political propaganda" character must conform to ad-

ditional requirements for public disclosure.

The term "political propaganda" is defined as follows in S ction

1(j) of the Act:

"The term 'political propaganda' includes any oral,
visual, graphic, written, pictorial, or otner commun-
ication or expression by any person (1) which is reas-
onably adapted to, or which the person disseminating
the same believes will, or which he intends to, prevail
upon, indoctrinate, convert, induce, or in any other
may influence a recipient or any section of the public
within the United States with reference to the political
or public interests, policies, or relations of a govern-
ment of a foreign country or a foreign political party
or with reference to the foreign policies of the United
States or promote in the United States racial, religious,
or social dissensions, or (2) which advocates, advises,
instigates, or promotes any racial, social, political,
or religious disorder, civil riot, or other conflict
involving the use of force or violence in any other
American republic or the overthrow of any government or
political subdivision of any other American republic by
any means involving the use of force or violence."

With respect to material in any form which comes within this defin-

ition, which the agent causes to be transmitted through the mails or

by means of interstate or foreign commerce, and which he intends to b

or is reasonably adapted to being circulated among two or mor p rsons,
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S ction li of the Act requires the agent:

1. Within forty-eight hours to file two copies thereof with the

Librarian of Congress, and one copy, together with a statement descript-

ive of the dissemination made, with the Department of Justice; and

2. To affix to the material disseminated a statement setting forth

th fact of the agent's registration with the Department of Justice and

the name and address of his foreign principal; the fact that his regis-

tration statement is available for inspection at the Department of

Justice, and that apples of the material disseminated are being there

filed; and that such registration does not indicate approval by the

United States Government of the contents of the material distributed.

In implementation of the filing provisions, an itemization of the

information to be submitted in the reports of dissemination has been

mad by rule and regulation, the substance of which is that the regis-

trant must identify the material distributed and the mode of distribu-

tion; indicate the general geographical area of dissemination; and snow

the general categories of recipients, such as libraries, educational in-

stitutions, press associations, and public officials. These statements,

like registration statements, are available for inspection by the public.

The remaining provisions of the Act Which form a significant part

of the disclosure apparatus applicable to public registrants are those

of Section 5, which require such registrants to maintain, for inspec-

tion by officials of the Department, accurate books and records with

respect to those activities which the Act requires be disclosed through

registration or otherwise.
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Allied-Governm nt Procedur 

As indicated above, agents of governments associated with th

United States in the war are relieved of the obligations applicable

to public registrants if appropriate information as to their id ntity

and activities is supplied to the Attorney General, and if each such

agent discloses his agency status on all communications to th public.

Under this autnority the Attorney General has by regulation es-

stablished reporting requirements and prescribed forms which are sub-

stantially the same as those applicable to public registrants. Thus,

such agents must supply full information concerning their identity,

addresses, employees, business, and other activities; tne nam and

agency of the government represented and the details of the agent's

services therefor; funds received and expended in connection witn the

agency; details regarding publicity or informational activities ef-

fecting the public; and copies of all pertinent agreements and docU-

ments. In addition, tne government involved must certify to the

agent's representative capacity.. As in the case of public registrants,

supplemental statements are required for each succeeding six-months'

period until termination of the agent's activities as such.

The requirements concerning the labeling and filing of material

by allied agents are somewhat different from the corresponding aspects

of the public registration procedure. Agents of Allied governments

must disclose their status as such upon all communications to th pub-

lic but are relieved of the more specific and extensive labeling re-

quirements which the Act imposes upon r gist red agents in respect of

propaganda moving in oommerc or the mails.
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With respect to material to be filed by Allied-government agents,

the procedure estabiisned in the regulations varies from that pres-

cribed in the Act for public registrants in three principal respects:

(1) material need not be filed unless it is disseminated among twenty

or more members of the public; (2) it neea be filed only with the De-

partment of Justice and (3) the material and reports descriptive of its

dissemination may be filed at monthly intervals.

There is one final, and general, respect in which the requirements

and administration under the Allied-government procedure may vary from

thos obtaining under the public-registration procedure. Since Section

3(f) allows the Attorney General to prescribe the type and method of

r porting compliance to oe made by Allied-government agents, he has

power, where circumstances dictate, to modify the application of partic-

ular regulations. Such waivers. of speciric requirements are granted,

subj ct to appropriate conditions, where compliance with them would

plainly be unduly onerous and the policies of the Act would be served

as well by a substitute arrangement.
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CHAPTER III 

ADMINISTRATION OF THE ACT

The administration of the Act by the Department of Justic has

been directed to obtaining to the largest possible extent the dis-

closure which the Act was designed to achieve.

At the outset of its administration of the Act, the Department,

by public announcements and otherwise, endeavored to give to the pub-

lic and interested groups the widest possible notice of the statut ,

its purposes and provisions. On subsequent occasions ) it has called

the attention of smaller audiences to the Act, including, with the

cooperation of the Department of State, the Chiefs of Mission of oth r

countries. Proceeding on the same policy of stimulating acquaintan

and voluntary compliance with the Act, the Department makes lib ral

use of correspondence and conferences with particular individuals or

organizations, as information becomes available to the Department

from a wide variety of sources indicating the possible applicability

of the Act in given instances. In part as a result of this approach,

the Department also receives a considerable volume of specific in-

quiries from such individuals or groups. In both types of cas s, the

Department seeks to obtain all the pertinent facts and to impart such

informal advice as each case may require.

In relation to achieving disclosure by compliance, it is import-

ant to bear in mind that organizations and groups, as well as indivi-

duals, are subject to the Act, and that the circumstances which attach

an ag ncy status to an organization may also plac its individual
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officers or members in the agency category. In these instances, the De-

partment undertakes to determine whether the disclosure objectives of

th statute can be most effectively served by a single registration on

behalf of the group or by separate registration of its members. In

general, it is the policy of the Department to accept the statement fil d

on behalf of an organization as equivalent to compliance by its regia-

trable members whenever the activities of such individuals are substan-

tially identical with those of the group. This practice, which has en-

tailed the consolidation of some individual statements with group reg-

istrations has tended to reduce the burden of reporting by individuals,

and at the same time has simplified the Department's task of enforcement.

Registration Data

The policy of the Department to achieve maximum disclosure through

promoting compliance -with the Act appears justified by the results. Dur-

i_ng the 30-month period covered by this report, 508 statements have been

filed with the Department of Justice. 	 Since 193 statements have been .

t rminated, 315 remained on active status as of December 31, 1944.

Of
these, 165 involve individuals or organizations previously registered
with the Department of State. During the 45 month period of adminis-
tration of the Act by the Department of State, a total of 688 regis-
trations were filed, of which 395 were terminated prior to Jine 28,
1942 (s e Appendix II of this Report, pp. 77-125).
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As indicated in the following table, statements filed on behalf of

organizations or groups during this entire period constituted about 45%

of the total. By the end of 1944, however , group registrations had

increased to more than 58% of the statements then active. In vi w of

the fact that a single statement filed on behalf of an organization oft n

covers hundreds of employees or thousands of members, the significanc

of this trend, in terms of total compliance with the Act, is apparent.

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Review of Compliance

In addition to the administrative operations surrounding the filing

and termination of statements, it'is tne Department's responsibility to

examin the original and supplemental statements, and other material re-

quired to be filed, from tne standpoint of their accuracy and complete-

n ss. This review of the compliance consumes a considerable portion of

th total administrative effort, due to the large volume of materials

involved in the 508 cases in which statements have been filed. Apparent

deficiencies in the statements, in the propaganda dissemination reports,

or in the filing and labeling of propaganda, are normally called to the

att ntion of those concerned, with a view to the submission of amended

stet ments or reports• and the correction of other discrepancies. Here

again, further information may be obtained or advice furnished in con-

ference or by correspondence..

public Disclosure

The statements and related information filed by public registrants

ar open to public inspection at the Department, with appropriate

sp cial facilities for their examination. Public disclosure is also

achieved by the operation of the labeling provisions inserted in the

Act by the 1942 amendments, although it should be borne in mind that,

as indicated in the following chapter, about one-third of those comply-

ing with the Act do not engage in the dissemination of propaganda or

✓ lated communications to the public.

Examples of labels in current us by public registrants on, mat rials
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they distribut are:

Copies of this release have been filed with the
United States Department of Justice, Washington, D. C.,
where the registration statement of the Swiss Federal
Railroads (Official Information Bureau of Switzerland),
an agency of the Swiss Government, is available for pub-
lic inspection. The fact that a registration statement
has been filed should not be considered as approval by
the United States Government of the contents of this pub-
lication.

A copy of this -- EL SINARQUISTA -- has been filed
with the U. S. Department of Justice, Washington, D. C.,
wnere the registration statement filed by the Sinarquist
Regional Committee of El Paso, Texas, as an agent of the
Union Nacional Sinarquista in Mexico is available for pub-
lic inspection. The fact of registration should not be
considered as approval by the U. S. Government of the con-
tents of this material.

Published by POLISH LABOR GROUP, 55 West 42 Street,
New York, N. Y., which has filed a registration statement
and a copy of this printed matter with the Department of
Justice, Washington, D. C., as an agent of the Committee
of the Polish Socialist Party Abroad, the Representation
of the Polisn Trade Union Council Abroad, both of London,
England, and the Central Leadership of the Underground
Movement of the Working Masses of Poland "somewhere in
Poland." This registration statement is available for
public inspection. The fact of registration does not in-
dicate approval by the U. S. Government of the contents
hereof.

Summaries of Statements and Reports 

A more detailed view of the results of the 	 theadministration/ f 

Act by the Department of Justice will be found in Appendix IV of this

report, which contains abstracts of the pertinent information disclosed

in the statements and other reports officially filed. aherever pos-

sibl the abstract consists of actual quotations; where quotation was

not readily feasible, the data is an accurate paraphrase of the informa-

tion reported. In all cases it is designed to show the name and ad-

dress of the agent, the identity of its principal, the nature of the

ag ncy, and the types of activity the agent performs. The summaries

describ in greater detail any publicity or propaganda services of the

agent, the media used for distribution of materials to orather contact

with the public, and provide illustrative examples and data concerning

volume of dissemination. For convenience, these summaries are grouped

according to the nationality or national interest of the foreign prin-

cipals.

CHAPTER IV

PROPAGANDA FILED UNDER THE ACT

The Department of Justice obtains data concerning the information-

al or propaganda activities of agents of foreign principals from two

main sources: First, the documents officially filed with it pursuant

to the Foreign Agents Registration Act, which include copies of material:

distributed and reports on their dissemination; and second, information

collected in independent investigations carried out, principally through

the Federal Bureau of Investigation, relative to suspected violations

of the Act. Of necessity, a report on the "nature, sources and content

of political propaganda disseminated or distributed" must be largely

confined to data obtained from the first source.

Nature óf Propafanda

The data fil d shows 	t	 all types and media of com-

munication are used for the dissemination of propaganda: printed

matter, including books, pamphlets, magazines, newspapers and other

periodicals, press releaees, bulletins, and news stories; pictorial and

graphic materials, such as photographs, posters, stamps, maps, charts,

exhibits; and educational kits; motion picture films, including dramatic

stories, travelogues, newsreels, and educational features, in 35 =a

size for theatrical distribution and in 16 mm. and 8 mm. sizes for non-

theatrical outlets; radio scripts, recordings, and broadcasts of

speeches, news, and entertainment for local and short-wave transmission;

and oral propaganda, such as public meetings, celebrations, ape ches,
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lectures, and personal contacts.

The summaries in Appendix IV of this report indicate, so far as

practicable, the nature of the propaganda activities carried on by

specific agents of foreign principals.

Sources of+ Propaganda

As indicated on the accompanying Table II, almost two-thirds (321)

of th 508 statements filed with the Department of Justice during the

thirty-month period covered by this report reveal direct and substantial

participation in propaganda or informational activities in the United

Stet s. The remaining 187 statements report functions which are not

normally associated with dissemination of information within this

country, such as the collection and transmission of news to foreign

principals, research or technical assistance, and commercial, financial

or legal services. Of the 315 statements active on December 31, 1944,

217 evidenced participation in publicity activities, a somewhat higher

percentage than the average for the entire period.
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The statistics contained in Table least) indicate the relative

importance of organizations as sources of propaganda. Organizations

filed almost exactly half of the 321 statements revealing propaganda

operations over the entire period of this report, and accounted for

practically two-thirds of the 217 such statements active on De-

cember 31, 1914.

In relation to the interests served, it appears that approximat ly

one-half of the statements reporting propaganda activities have been

filed on behalf of individuals and organizations associated directly or

indirectly with foreign governments. Since June 28, l942, when the

administration of the Foreign Agents Registration Act was transf rr d

to the Department of Justice, 34 foreign governments have maintain d

one or another type of information agency in this country. 	 Th se in-

clude official and semi-official government information centers, travel

and trade promotion bureaus, publicity and public relations agents,

press, radio, and motion picture services, research and cultural

foundations, as well as individual speakers and writers. Next

greatest in importance are foreign political organizations, and their

branches,-leaders, and representatives.

A single statement, when filed on behalf Of an organization, may in certain instances comprise
the activities of hundreds of employees or tho'usands of members.
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By far the most important of the agenci s of foreign governments,

on the basis of the volume of materials disseminated and of their

pot ntial inf]uence on American public opinion, are the organizations

sp cifically designated as government information centers, which have

been maintained by 18 foreign governments and the United Nations. Al-

though there are variations in the types of operations performed by

these centers, it is apparent that more and more informational activities

of for ign governments are being centralized in such official agencies.

This is demonstrated by the accompanying Table III, which has been con-

structed to show, on the basis of the reports filed with the Department

of Justice, the estimated annual volume of expenditures by official in-

formation services, as well as the approximate number of employees at

tached to such centers, during the calendar years 1942, 1943 and 1944.

The establishment of these official agencies marks a significant

assumption of responsibility on the part of foreign governments for the

materials and ideas which they have chosen to present to the American

public. This assumption of responsibility, which the Act has undoubtedly

encouraged, is a salutary development -- whatever may be deemed to be th

merits of government propaganda as such.

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An important exception to this trend is to be found in the case

of the Soviet Union which does not maintain an official information

agency in this country, but conducts parallel activities by other means.

For example, the Soviet Embassy in Washington prints and widely distri-

butes a monthly bulletin; the Soviet Information Bureau in Moscow trans-

mits articles and news releases by cable and radio to the American press,

and the All-Union Society for Cultural Relations with Foreign Countries

(VOKS) sends publications and exhibit materials directly to individuals

and organizations in the United States; and Soviet films, photographs,

books, and other printed materials are distributed mainly through

ag notes operating along commercial lines. The commercial agencies

only are registered; it is estimated that the annual volume of sales

by three such concerns amounted to $251,000 for 1942, $316,000 for 1943,

and $279,000 for 1944.

Because of the importance of government-sponsored information in

the United States, the summaries in Appendix IV of this report discuss

in considerable detail the more significant activities of government

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Content of Propaganda

It is estimated that more than 12,000 different items of propa

ganda in 26 languages have been filed annually with the Department of

Justice by agents complying with the Act. While an exhaustive analysis

of the content of these materials is not feasible under current e,cL-
7/

gencies, the summaries in Appendix IV give a fair index in this regard;

they have been grouped according to nationality fields, and the mater-

ials disseminated have been identified, whenever possible, by titl

and by other data indicative of their general subject matter. Since

particular topics of propaganda are almost innumerable, it is b lieved

that this arrangement is useful to indicate the range of content of

the materials filed.

It is possible to draw some broad generalizations as to the con-

tent of these materials. For example, it is well-known that foreign-

inspired propaganda disseminated in the United States prior to Pearl

Harbor was addressed mainly at influencing American public opinion for

or against participation by this country in the war. Since early in

1942, however, only part of the total propaganda stream has be n di-

rectly aimed at securing the adoption of a particular policy by the

United States Government, such as the opening of a second front, in-

creased, military or economic aid to specific countries, or diplomatic

recognition of certain regimes.

Relatively more important have been specific political questions

of immediate import to one or more foreign countries. In these cases,

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propaganda in the United States follows closely the contentions asserted

by th principal disputants and is designed to obtain public support in

and official action by the United States in favor of their respective

claims. Typical examples of such cases, involving intense propaganda

activities in the United States, are the Polish-Soviet disputes, the

conflicts between the supporters of General Mihailovich and Marshal Tito

in Yugoslavia, and the controversies between the Vichy, Giraud, and de Gaulle

groups prior to the liberation of France and the recognition of its Pro-

visional Government. Other such political problems involving substantial,

if less strident, propaganda in the United States, are those concerning

the future status of Austria, Bavaria, Carpatho-Russia, Korea, Palestine,

Slovakia, Syria, and the Baltic States; the opposition of the Basques,

Catalans, Spanish Republicans, and other groups to the present Spanish

Government; and similar opposition to the governments of various American

Republics.

But the great bulk of propaganda in this period is that which,

distributed by agents of foreign governments, has centered on building

up reservoirs of good will and friendship. The contributions our Allies

have made to the common war effort, their resistance to the Axis, con-

ditions under Axis occupation, and similar war topics have formed a

principal part of such propaganda, although the history and culture of

a for ign country, its political, economic, and social problems, are

frequently, and in some instances mainly, stressed. In these cases, it

is impossible to draw a practical distinction between "political propaganda"
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and other types of informational activities, a consideration which

supports the more comprehensive filing and reporting provisions ap-

plicable under the allied government procedure of compliance.

Furthermore, the development of this broader approach to propa-

ganda has been accompanied by a substantial refinement in techniques.

It is of more than passing interest to note that, in a number of re-

ported instances, books, motion pictures, and radio broadcasts of

foreign governments have attained sufficient literary or dramatic

excellence, and enough entertainment or technical value, to be com-

mercially profitable ventures in the American market.
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CHAPTER V 

ENFORCEMENT OF TIE ACT

The Foreign Agents Registration Act rests for its ultimate enforce-

meat solely upon criminal sanctions; any willful failure to register or

to make other required disclosure, and any other willful violation of

the Act or regulations, is a crime, punishable by fine of not more than

$10,000, or imprisonment of not more than five years, or both.

As indicated in Chapter III, the Department generally follows the

practic of making all reasonable efforts to obtain the filing of state-

ments and other disclosure in the manner contemplated by the statute,

rather than indulging in early resort to prosecutive proceedings to

vindicate the requirements of the Act. For these and related reasons,

th penal provisions of the Act have been invoked to date principally

in cases involving hostile activity -- in which disclosure would ordi-

narily not be made in any event -- and in cases involving violations

continu d or unremedied by disclosure after all reasonable efforts to

obtain compliance have been made.

Appendix V to this report contains a summary of each prosecutive

proceeding under the Act since its enactment. This appendix likewise

covers prosecutions under those provisions of the Espionage Act of 1917

(commonly referred to as the Notification Act), 'which require any agent .

of a foreign government to file a suitable notification with the Secre-

tary of State. While the two statutes are not identical in scope, and

the agency category is more restricted under the Notification Act, it

is apparent that in a considerable number of cases compliance with each

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statut is n c scary. Where this is true, expert nc has shown that

non-compliance with the one usually extends to both, so that pros cu-

tion under either or both Acts has been feasible.

Since the effective date of the Foreign Agents Registration Act,

there have been 40 indictments returned and one information filed and r

both statutes; 16 were returned under the Foreign Agents Registration

Act, 22 under the Notification Act, and 3 had counts under both. These

cases involved 119 individual and 6 corporate defendants, of whom ?6

individuals and 5 corporate defendants were convicted, and 13 individuals

were acquitted. The charges against 16 defendants were dismissed, the

jury disagreed as to 3 defendants, 3 additional convictions were secured

in January 1945, 2 individuals and one corporate defendant are awaiting

trial, end 4 defendants are fugitives from justice. In one cas , the

convictions of 2 individuals were reversed upon appeal, and in another,

involving 9 convictions, an appeal is pending. A list of all d f ndants

TEXT OF ACT AND REGULATIONS

THE FOREIGN AGENTS REGISTRATION ACT OF 1938, AS AMENDED

[Public Law 532 -- 77th Congress]

[Chapter 263 -- 2d Session]

[S. 2399 ]

AN ACT

To amend the Act entitled "An Act to require the registration of certain
persons employed by agencies to disseminate propaganda in the United
States, and for other purposes, approvod June 8, 1938, as amended.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the 

United States of America in Congress assembled, That the Act of June

8, 193 8 (52 Stat. 631, U.S.C., title 22, sec. 233 ( ) to sec. 233 (g)),

entitled "An Act to require the registration of certain perscns em-

ployed by agencies to disseminate propaganda in the United States, and

for other purposes", as amended , is hereby amended to.read as follows:

"POLICY AND PURPOSE

"It is hereby declared to be the policy,and purpose of this Act

to protect the national defense, internal security, and foreign rela-

tions of the United States by requiring public disclosure by persons

engaging in propaganda activities and other activities for or on be-

half of foreign governments, foreign political parties , and other

foreign principals so that the Government and the people of the
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United States may be informed of the identity of such persons and may ap-

praise their statements and actions in the light of their associations

and activities.

"DEFINITIONS

"Section 1. As used in and for the purposes of this Act--

"(a) The term 'person' includes an individual, partnership, associa-

tion, corporation, organization, or any other combination of individuals;

"(b) The term 'foreign principal' includes--

"(1) a government of a foreign country and a foreign political
party;

"(2)an individual affiliated or associated with, or supervised,
directed, controlled, financed, or subsidized, in whole or in part,
by any foreign principal defined in clause (1) of this section 1 (b);

"(3) a person outside of the United States, unless it is estab-
lished that such person is an individual and is a citizen of and
domiciled within the United States or that such person is not an in-
dividual, is organized under or created by the laws of the United
States or of any State or other• place subject to the jurisdiction
of the United States, and has its principal place of business within
the United States. Nothing in this clause (3) shall limit the oper-
ation of clause (5) of this section 1 (b);

"(4) a partnership, association, corporation, organization, or
other combination of individuals organized under the laws of, or
having its principal place of business in, a foreign country;

"(5) a domestic partnership, association, corporation, organiz-
ation, or other combination of individuals, subsidized directly or
indirectly, in whole or in part, by any foreign principal defined
in clause (1), (3), or (4) of this section 1 (b);

"(c) Except as provided in section 1 (d) hereof, the term ''agent'of

a foreign principal' includes--

"(1)any person who acts or agrees to act, within the United
States, as, or who is or holds himself out to be whether or not
pursuant to contractual relationship, a public-relations counsel,
publicity agent, information-service employee, servant, agent, rep-
resentative, or attorney for a foreign principal;

"(2)any person who within the United States collects informa-
tion for or reports information to a foreign principal; who within
the United States solicits or accepts compensation, contributions,
or loans, directly or indirectly, from a foreign principal; who with-
in the United States solicits, disburses, dispenses, or collects
compensation, contributions, loans, money, or anything of value,
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directly or indirectly, for a foreign principal; who within the
United States acts at the order, request, or under the direction,
of a foreign principal:

"(3) any person who assumes or purports to act within the
United States as an agent of a foreign principal in any Af the
respects set forth in clauses (1) and (2) of this section 1 (c);
and

"(4) any person who is an officer or member of the active or
reserve military, naval, or other armed forces of any foreign prin-
cipal defined in clause (1) of Section 1 (b) hereof, or who is an
Officer Of Or emplOyed by ahy such foreign principal; and proof of
any affiliation or employment, specified in this clause (4), of any ,

person within a period of five years previous to the effective date
of this Act shall create a rebuttable presumption that such person
is an agent of a foreign principal;

"(d) The term 'agent of a foreign principal' does not include any

news or press service or association organized under the laws of the

United States or of any State or other place subject to the jurisdic-

tion of the United States, or any newspaper, magazine, periodicial, or

other publication for which there is on file with the Postmaster

General a worn statement in compliance with section 2 of the Act of

August 24, 1912 (37 Stat. 553), as amended, published in the United

States, solely by virtue of any bona fide news or journalistic activi-

ties, including the solicitation or acceptance of advertisements, sub--

scriptions, or other compensation therefor, so long as it is at least

80 per centum beneficially owned by, and its officers and diredtors, if

any, are citizens of the United States, and such news or press service

or association, newspaper, magazine, periodical, or other publication,

is not owned, directed, supervised, controlled, subsidized, or finan-

ced, and none of its policies are determined by any foreign principal

defined in clause (1), (2), or (4) of section 1 (b) hereof, or by any

agent of a foreign principal required to register under this Act;

"(e) The term 'government of a foreign country' includes any

person or group of persons exercising sovereign de facto or de jure
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political jurisdiction over any country, other than the United States, r

over any part of such country, and includes any subdivision of any such

group and any group or agency to which such sovereign de facto ,Jr de jure

authority or functions are directly or indirectly delegated. Such term

shall include any faction or body of insurgents within a country assuming

to exercise governmental authority whether such faction or body of insur-

gents has or has not been recognized by the United States;

"(f)The term 'foreign political party' includes any organization

or any other combination of individuals in a ccuntry other than the

United States, or any unit or branch thereof, having for an aim cr pur-

pose, or which is engaged in any activity devoted in whole or in part to,

the establishment, administration, control, or acquisition of administra-

tion or control, of a government of a foreign country or a subdivision

thereof, or the furtherance or influencing of the political or public in

terests, policies, or relatiOns of a government of a foreign country or

a subdivision thereof;

"(g)The term 'public—relations counsel' includes any person who

engages directly or indirectly in informing, advising, or in any way rep-

resenting a principal in any matter pertaining to political or public in-

terests, policies, or relations;

"(h)The term 'publicity agent' includes any person who engages

directly or indirectly in the publication or dissemination of oral, visual,

graphic, written, or pictorial information or matter of any kind, includ-

ing publication by means of advertising, books, periodicals, newspapers,

lectures, broadcasts, motion pictures, or otherwise;

"(i)The term 'information—service empl yee' includes any person

who is engaged in furnishing, disseminating, or publishing accounts,
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descriptions, information, or data with respect to the political, in-

dustrial, employment , economic, social, cultural, or other benefits,

advantages, facts, or conditions of any country Other than the United

States or of any government of a foreign country or of a foreign polit-

ical party or of a partnership, association, corporation, organization,

or other combination of individuals organized under the laws of, or

having its principal place of business in, a foreign.country;-

"(j) The term 'political propaganda' includes any oral, visual,

graphic, written, pictorial, or other communication or expression by

any person (1) which is reasonably adapted to, or which the person

disseminating the same believes will, or which he  intends to, prevail

upon, indoctrinate, convert, induce, or in any - other-way influence a

recipient or any section of the public within the United States with

reference to the political or public interests, policies, or relations

of a government of a foreign country or a foreign political party or

with reference to the foreign policies of the United States or promote

in the United States racial , religious, or social dissensions, or (2)

which advocates, advises, instigates, or promotes any racial, social,

political, or religious disorder, civil riot, or other conflict in-

volving the use of force or violence in any other American republic or

the overthrow of any government or political subdivision of any other

American republic by any means involving the use of force or violence.

As used in this section 1 (j) the term 'disseminating' includes-trans-

mitting or causing to be transmitted in the United States mails or by

any means or instrumentality of interstate or foreign commerce or

offering or causing to be offered in the United States mails;

"(k) The term 'registration statement' means the registration
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statement required to be filed with the Attorney General under section

2 (a) hereof, and any supplements thereto required to be filed uncial-

section 2(b) hereof, and includes all documents and papers required to

be filed therewith or amendatory thereof or supplemental thereto, whether

attached thereto or incorporated therein by reference;

"(1) The term 'American republic' includes any of the states which

were signatory to the Final Act of the Second Meeting of the Ministers

of Foreign Affairs of the American Republics at Habana, Cuba, July 30,

1940;

"(m)The term 'United States', when used in a geographical sense,

includes the several States, the District of Columbia, the Territories,

the Canal Zone, the insular possessions, including the Philippine Islands,

and all other places now or hereafter subject to the civil or military

jurisdiction of thé United States;

"(n) The term 'priñt& means newspapers and periodicals, books, pam-

phlets, sheet music, visiting cards, address cards, printing proofs, en-

gravings, photographs, pictures, drawings, plans , maps, patterns to be

cut out catalogs, prospectuses, advertisements, and printed, engraved,

lithographed, or autographed notices of various kinds, and, in general,

all impressions or reproductions obtained on paper or other material as-

similable to paper, on parchment or on cardboard, by means of printing,

engraving, lithography, autography, or any other easily recognizable

mechanical process, with the exception of the copying press , stamps with

movable or immovable type, and the typewriter.

"REGISTRATION

"Sec. 2. (a) No person shall act as an agent of a foreign principal

unless he has filed with the Attorney General a true and complete regis-
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tration statement and supplements thereto as required by this section

2 (a) and section 2 (b) hereof or unless he is exempt from registra-

tion under the provisions of this Act. Except as hereinafter pro-

vided, every person who is an agent of a foreign principal on the

effective date of this Act shall, within ten days thereafter and

every person who becomes an agent of a foreign principal after the

effective date of this Act shall, within ten days thereafter, file

with the Attorney General, in duplicate, a registration statement,

under oath, on a form prescribed by the Attorney General, of which

one copy shall be transmitted promptly by the Attorney General to

the Secretary of State for such comment, if any, as the Secretary of

State may desire to make from the point of view of the foreign rela-

tions of the United States. Failure of the Attorney General s• to

transmit such copy shall not be a bar to prosecution under this Act.

The registration statement shall include the following, which shall

be regarded as material for the purposes of this Act:

"(1)Registrant's name, principal business address, and
all other business addresses in the United States or elsewhere,
and all residence addresses, if any;

"(2)Status of the registrant; if an individual, national-
ity; if a partnership, name, residence addresses, and national-
ity of each partner and a true and complete copy of its articles
of copartnership; if an association, corporation, organization,

principal be other than a natural person, a statement of the
ownership and control of each; and the extent, if any, to which
each such foreign principal is supervised, directed, owned, con
trolled, financed, or subsidized, in whole or in part, by any
government of a foreign country or foreign political party;

"(9)Copies of each written agreement and the terms and'con-
ditions of each oral agreement, including all modifications of
such agreements, or, where no contract exists, a full statement
of all the circumstances, by reason of which the registrant is
performing or assuming or purporting or has agreed to perform for
himself or for a foreign principal or for any person other than a
foreign principal any activities which require his registration
hereunder;

"(l0) Such other statements, information, or documents per-
tinent to the purposes of this Act as the Attorney General, having
due regard for the national security and the public interest, may
from time to time require;

"(ll) Such further statements and such further copies of doc-
uments as are necessary to make the statements made in the regis-
tration statement and supplements thereto, and the copies of docu-
ments furnished therewith, not misleading.
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"(b) Every agent of a foreirnprincipal who has filed a registra-

tion statement required by section 2(a) hereof shall, within thirty

days after the expiration of each period of six months succeeding such

filing, file with the Attorney General a supplement thereto under oath,

on a form prescribed by the Attorney General, which shall set forth

with respect to such preceding six months' period such facts as the

Attorney General, having due regard for the national security and the

public interest, may deem necessary to make the information re-

quired under section 2 hereof accurate, complete , and current with

respect to such period. In connection with the information furnished

under clauses (3), (4), (6) and (9) of section 2 (a) hereof, the reg-

istrant shall give notice to the Attorney General of any changes

therein within ten days after such changes occur.

"EXEMPTIONS

"Sec. 3. The requirements of section 2(a) hereof shall not ap-

ply to the following agents of foreign principals:

"(a) A duly accredited diplomatic or consular officer of a foreign

are recognized by the Department of State as being within the scope of

the functions of such official;

"(c)tiny member of the staff of, or any person employed by, a

duly accredited diplomatic or consular officer of a foreign government

who is so recognized by the Department of State, other than a public—

relations counsel, publicity agent, or information—service employee,

whose name and status and the character of whose duties as such member

or employee are of public record in the Department of State, while

said member or employee is engaged exclusively in the performance of

activities which are recognized by the Department of State as being

within the scope; of the functions of such member or employee;

"(d) tiny person engaging or agreeing to engage only in private,

nonpolitical, financial, mercantile, or other activities in further-

ance of the bona fide trade or commerce of such foreign principal or

in the soliciting or collecting of funds and contributions within the

United States to be used only for medical aid and assistance, or for

food and clothing to relieve human suffering, if such solicitation or

collection of funds and contributions is in accordance with and subject
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to the provisions of the i ..ct of November 4, 1939, as amended (54 Stat.

48), and such rules and regulations as may be prescribed thereunder;

"(e) Any person engaging or agreeing to engage only in activities

in furtherance of bona fide religious, scholastic, academic, or

scientific pursuits or of the fine arts;

"(f) Any person, or employee of such person, whose foreign principal

is a government of a foreign country the defense of which the President

deems vital to the defense of the United States while, (1) such person

or employee engages only in activities which are in furtherance of the

policies, public interest, or national defense both of such government

and of the Government of the United States, and are not intended to con-

flict with any of the domestic or foreign policies of the Government of

the United States, (2) each communication or expression by such person

or employee which he intends to, or has reason to believe will,be pub'—

lished, disseminated, or circulated among any section of the public, or

portion thereof, within the United States, is a part of such activities

and is believed by such person to be truthful and accurate and the

identity of such person as an agent of such foreign principal is dis-

closed therein, and (3) such government of a foreign country furnishes

to the Secretary of State for transmittal to, and retention for the

duration of this .ct by, the _ -_ttorney General such information as to the

identity and activities of such person or employee at such times as the

:attorney General may require. Upon notice to the Government of which

such person is an agent or to such person or employee, the 'ttorney

General, having due regard for the public interest and national defense,

may, with the approval of the Secretary of State, and shall, at the re-

quest of the Secretary of State, terminate in whole or in part the

exemption herein of any such person or employee.

prints, or (ii) in any other form which is reasonably adapted to be-

ing, or which he believes will be, or which he intends to be, dis-

seminated or circulated among two or more persons, unless such

political propaganda is conspicuously marked at its beginning with,

or prefaced or accompanied by, a true and accurate statement, in the

language or languages used in such political propaganda, setting

forth that the person transmitting such political propaganda or
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causing it to be transmitted is registered under this Act with the De-

partment of Justice, ':-ashin > ton, District of Colin :bia, as an agent of

a foreign principal, together with the name and address of such agent

of a foreign principal and of each of his foreign principals; that, as

required by this Act, his registration statement is available for in-

spection at and copies of such political propaganda are being filed

with the Department of Justice; and that registration of agents of

foreign principals required by the Act does not indicate approval by

the United States Government of the contents of their political propa-

ganda. The Attorney General, having due regard for the national se-

curity and the public interest, may by regulation prescribe the language

or languages and the manner and form in which such statement shall be

made and require the inclusion of such other information contained in

the registration statement identifying such agent of a foreign prin-

cipal and such political propaganda and its sources as may be ap-

propriate.

"(c) The copies of political propaganda required by this Act to be

sent to the Librarian of Congress shall be available for public inspection

under such regulations as he may prescribe.

"(d) For purposes of the Library of Congress, other than for public

distribution, the Secretary of the Treasury and the Postmaster General

are authorized, upon the request of the Librarian of Congress, to for-

ward  to the Library of Congress fifty copies, or as many fewer thereof

as are available, of all foreign prints determined to be prohibited

entry under the provisions of section 305 of title III of the Act of

June 17, 1930 (46 Stat. 688), and of all foreign prints excluded from

the mails under authority of section 1 of title XII of the Act of

June 15, 1917 (40 Stat. 230).
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"Notwithstanding the provisions of section 305 of title III of

the Act of June 17, 1930 (46 Stat. 688), and of section 1 of Title XII

of the Act of June 15, 1917 (40 Stat. 230), the Secretary of the

Treasury is authorized to permit the entry and the Postmaster General

is authorized to permit the transmittal in the mails of foreign prints

imported for governmental purposes by authority or for the use of the

United States or for the use of the Library of Congress.

"BOOKS AND RECORDS

"Sec. 5. Every agent of a foreign principal registered under

this Act shall keep and preserve while he is an agent of a foreign

principal such books of account and other records with respect to

all his activities, the disclosure of which is required under the

provisions'of this Act, as the Attorney General, having due regard

for the national security and the public interest, may by regulation

prescribe as necessary or appropriate for the enforcement of the pro-

visions of this let and shall preserve the same for a period of three

years following the termination of such status. Until regulations

are in effect under this section every agent of a foreign principal

shall keep books of account and shall preserve all written records

with respect to his activities. Such books and records shall be

open at all reasonable times to the inspection of any official

charged with the enforcement of this pct. It shall be unlawful for

any person willfully to conceal, destroy, obliterate, mutilate, or

falsify, or to attempt to conceal, destroy, obliterate, mutilate,.or

falsify, or to cause to be concealed, destroyed, obliterated, muti-

lated, or falsified, any books or records required to be kept under

the provisions of this section.
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"PUBLIC EXAMIN:TION OF OFFICIAL RECORDS

"Sec. 6. The l.ttorney General shall retain in permanent form one

copy of all registration statements and all statements concerning the

distribution of political propaganda furnished under this Act, and the

same shall be public records and open to public examination and inspec-

tion at such reasonable hours, under such regulations, as the Attorney

General may prescribe, and copies of the same shall be furnished to

every applicant at such reasonable fee as the Atorney General may pre

scribe. The Attorney General may withdraw from public examination the

registration statement and other statements of any agent of a foreign

principal whose activities have ceased to be of a character which re-

quires registration under the provisions of this Act. 	 \

"LIABILITY OF OFFICERS

"Sec. 7. Each officer, or person performing the functions of an

officer, and each director, or person performing the functions of a

director, of an agent of a foreign principal which is not an individual

shall be under obligation to cause such agent to execute and file a reg-

istration statement and supplements thereto as and when such filing is

required under sections 2(a) and 2 (b) hereof and shall also be under

obligation to cause such agent to comply with all the requirements of

sections 4 (a), 4(b), and 5 and all other requirements of this Act.

In case of failure of any such agent of a foreign principal to comply

with any of the requirements of this Act, each of its officers, or

persons performing the functions of officers, and each of its direct-

ors, or persons performing the functions of directors, shall be sub-

ject to prosecution therefor.
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" ENFORC EP'=EN'T AND PENALTIES

"Sec. 8. (a) I,ny person who--

"(1) willfully violates any provision of this Act or any reg-
ulation thereunder, or

H-(2) . ,in any registration statement or supplement thereto or
in any statement under section 4 (a) hereof concerning the dis-
tribution of political propaganda or in any other document filed
with or furnished to the attorney General under the provisions
of this Act willfully makes a false statement of a material
fact or willfully omits any material fact required to be stated
therein or willfully omits a material fact or a copy of a mat-
erial document necessary to make the statements therein and the
copies of documents furnished therewith not misleading, shall,
upon conviction thereof, be punished by a fine of not more
than $10,000 or by imprisonment for not more than five years,
or both.

caused to be offered for transmittal in the United States to any per-

son or persons in any other American republic by any agent of a

foreign principal, if the Postmaster General is informed in writing
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by the Secretary of State that the duly accredited diplomatic representa-

tive of such American republic has made written representation to the De-

partment of State that the admission or circulation of such communication

or expression in such tmerican republic is prohibited by the laws there-

of and has requested in writing that its transmittal thereto be stopped.

"APPLICABILITY OF ACT

"Sec. 9. This Act shall be applicable in the several States, the

District of Columbia, the Territories, the Canal Zone, the insular pos-

sessions, including the Philippine Islands, and all other places now or

hereafter subject to the civil or military jurisdiction of the United

States.

"RULES AND REGULATIONS

"Sec. 10. The Attorney General may at any time make, prescribe,

amend, and rescind such rules, regulations, and forms as he may deem

necessary to carry out the provisions of this Act.

"REPORTS TO THE CONGRESS

"Sec. 11. The Attorney General shall, from time to time, make a

report to the Congress concerning the administration of this Act, includ-

ing the nature, sources, and content of political propaganda disseminated

or distributed.

"SEPARABILITY OF PROVISIONS

"Sec. 12. If any provision of this Act, or the application thereof

to any person or circumstances, is held invalid, the remainder of the

Act, and the application of such provisions to other persons or circum-

stances, shall not be affected thereby.

"Sec. 13. This Act is in addition to and not in substitution for

any other existing statute.
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"SHORT TITLE

"Sec. 14. This Act may be cited as the 'Foreign Agents Registra-

tion Act of 1938, as amended'."

TRANSFER OF ADMINISTRATION

eec. 2. Upon the effective date of this Act, all powers, duties,

and functions of the Secretary of State under the Act of June 8, 193 8

(52 Stat. 631), as amended, shall be transferred to and become vested

in the Attorney General, together with all property, books, records,

and unexpended balances of appropriations used by or available to

the Secretary of State for carrying out the functions devolving on

him under the above-cited Act. All rules, regulations, and forms

which have been issued by the Secretary of State pursuant to the

provisions of said Act, and which are in effect, shall continue'in

effect until modified, superseded, revoked, or repealed.

EFFECTIVE DATE

Sec. 3. This Act shall take effect on the sixtieth day after

the date of its approval, except that prior to such sixtieth"day the

Attorney General ma; make, prescribe, amend, and rescind such rules,

regulations, and forms as may be necessary to carry out the provisions

of this Act.

Rule 1. Administration of Act assigned to Foreign Agents Registration
Section.

The administration of the Act is assigned to the Foreign Agents
Registration Section of the "ar Division of the Department of Justice.
Communications with respect to the Act should be addressed to the
Chief of the Foreign Agents Registration Section, '`Tar Division, De-
partment of Justice, Washington 25, D. C.

Copies of the Act, the Rules - and Regulations, and the forms may
be obtained upon request without charge.

Rule 2. Inquiries Concerning Application of  Act to  be Accompanied
by Statement of Facts.

Inquiries concerning the application of the Act must be ac-
companied by a detailed statement of all facts necessary for a de-
termination of the question submitted, including the identity of the
agent; the nature of his activities on behalf of each foreign prin-
cipal, any activities on his own behalf, and on behalf of some other
person, by reason of which registration may be required, the identity
of each foreign principal, and an outline of any agreement or agreements
under which the agent is acting.

Rule 3. Act  and Rules and Regulations to be Considered Together.

In determining any question concerning the application of the
Act to any person, the Rules and Regulations shall be considered to-
gether with the provisions of the Act. •

The Rules and Regulations shall not be construed to limit the
Act, or to define its full scope or application.

Rule 5. Computation of Time.

Sundays and holidays shall be counted in computing any period of.
time provided for in the Act or in the Rules and Regulations.

Rule 6. Final Supplemental Statements.

Every person who has filed a registration statement pursuant to
Section 2 of the Act and every person with respect to whom a statement
has been furnished pursuant to Section 3(f) of the Act shall, within
30 days after the termination of the agency which necessitated the
filing of the statement, furnish a supplemental statement, in the ap-
propriate form prescribed therefor, for the final period of the agency
not covered by the previous statement or statements.

Rule 7.^ Effect of  Compliance with _'.c'U--Cthcr_Acts._

(a) Compliance with the requirements of the Act or of the Rules
and _e ;ulations shall not remove the necessity for (1) filing a notifi-
cation with the Secretary of State as required by the Act of June 15,
1917 (40 Stat.228,22 - U. S. C. 1940 ed. Sec. b01) or (2) filing State-
ments with the Attorney General as required by the Act of October 17,

1940 (54 Stat. 1201; 18 U. S. C. 1940 ed. Secs. 14-17), or (3) com-
plying with any other federal or state law.

(b) Compliance with any other law shall not remove the necessity
for fulfilling the requirements of this Act.

Rule 50. Persons Outside the United States. 

(a) Any person not within the United States who uses any means or

he intends to be, circulated or disseminated to two or more persons,
shall be regarded as acting within the United States, and as subject
to the provisions of the Act, including the requirements of sections
2 and 4.

(b)Any person not within the United States and eligible for an
exemption under section 3 (f) shall comply with the provisions of
Rules 304 and 305 if such person uses any means or instrumentality of
interstate or foreign commerce within the United States, or the United

Rule 51. Officers and Members of 2,rmed Forces and Officers and
Employees of Foreign  Governments or Foreign Political
Parties.

(a). Conditions Under Thich Registration is Required. Every
person who, under the provisions of section 1 (c) (L), is an agent
of a foreign principal solely by reason of the fact that he is an
officer or member of the active or reserve military, naval, or other
armed forces of a foreign government or foreign political party, or
that he is an officer or employee of a foreign government or foreign
political party, who is not exempt under section 3, and who, after
June 28, 1942, directly or indirectly, engages in any political ac-
tivity as defined in Rule 100, on his own behalf, or in the interests
of any foreign principal, is required to register whether or not such
person acts on behalf of, or at the direction of, a foreign principal.

(b) Persons Regarded as Officers or Members of Armed Forces.
For the purposes of this Rule, a person shall be regarded as am of-
ficer or member of the active or reserve military, naval, or other
armed forces of a foreign government or foreign political party, if
(1) he has received a commission as such from any foreign government
or foreign political party, and has not bona fide resigned such
commission and bona  fide renounced his allegiance to such foreign
country or foreign political party; (2) he has received military
training in, or rendered service to, any such military, naval, or
other armed forces and by reason thereof, or for any other reason,
is considered by the law or regulations governing such forces to be
an officer or member, and has not bona fide renounced his allegiance
to such foreign country or foreign political party. No person shall
be regarded as having bona fide resigned any such commission, or
bona fide renounced. such allegiance, if since having last so resigned
or renounced he has, directly or indirectly , affiliated himself with
such forces, or has, directly or indirectly, recognized an obligation
to serve in such armed forces, or has engaged in any political activity
referred to in paragraph (a) of this Rule, on behalf of, or in the
interests of, any government or political party referred to in
paragraph (a) of this Rule.

(c) Persons Regarded as Officers or Employees of a Foreign Gov-
ernment or Foreign Political Party.--For the purposes of this Rule,
a person shall be regarded as an officer or employee of a foreign
government or foreign political party, whether or not he receives
any form of remuneration or reimbursement, if he holds any office or
employment in such a government or political party, or performs any
duties on behalf of such a government or political party, and has
not bona fide resigned such position, or bona  fide terminated the
performance of such duties.

No person shall be regarded as having bona fide resigned such
position or bona fide terminated such duties, if since last having
purportedly resigned such position, or purportedly terminated such
duties, he has, directly or indirectly, performed any of the functions
of, or acted as, an officer or employee of such foreign government
or foreign political party.

Rule 100. Definitions of Terms Used in the Rules and Regulations.

(8)The term "political activity" includes, but shall not be
limited to, any of the following:

(ii)furnishing information or advice to, or in any way
representing, a foreign principal with respect to any matter
pertaining to political or public interests, policies or
relations of any foreign government or foreign political
party, or the political interests of such foreign principal,
or engaging in other activities in furtherance of such po-
litical or public interests, policies or relations;
(iii)directly or indirectly, furnishing, publishing, or

disseminating, whether or not pursuant to contractual re-
lationship or authorization, any matter described in sec-
tion 1 (h) or 1 (i) of the Act, which is reasonably adapted
to being, and which the person so furnishing, publishing,or
disseminating, has reason to believe will be, or intends to
be, used in furtherance of the interests of any government
of a foreign country, or any foreign political party, or as
a basis for, or in the dissemination or circulation of,
political propaganda;
(iv)engaging on behalf of, or in the interests of, a

foreign government or foreign political party, in activities
or duties as, or performing the functions of, a security or an
intelligence officer of a foreign government or foreign
political party;

(v) engaging in any military activity on behalf of, or in
the interests of, any foreign government or foreign political
party;
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(vi)engaging in any activity to influence the en-
actment or repeal of any legislation affecting the
political or public interests, policies or relations
of a foreign government, a foreign political party,
or a foreign principal, or affecting the foreign
policies or relations of the United States;
(vii)engaging in any activity devoted, in whole or

in part, to the establishment, administration, control,
or acquisition of administration or control,  of a
government of a foreign - country or a subdivision thereof,
or the furtherance or influencing of the political or
public interests, policies, or relations, of a govern .

ment of a foreign country or a subdivision thereof; or
(viii) directly or indirectly, reporting or trans-

mitting to any foreign principal any information the
publication, dissemination, or transmission of which
is forbidden or restricted in the interests of the
national defense by the regulations or codes of
practice in effect from time to time by the Office
of Censorship, without the authority of an appropriate
agency of the Government of the United States

(b)The term "political propaganda" as used in this Rule shall
include only "political propaganda" as defined in section 1 (j) ,

which is in the form of prints, speeches, broadcasts, or in any other
form reasonably adapted to being, and which there is reason to believe
will be, or is intended to be, circulated or disseminated among two
or more persons.

(c)The terms used in the Rulos and Regulations shall have the
meanings defined in the Act.

Rule 101. Definitions of Terms  Used in the :1ct .

(a) Control and Controlled.--As used in sections 1 (b) (2), 2 (a)
(2) and 2 (a) (3), the terms "control" and "controlled" include the
exercise or the possession, directly or indirectly, of the power to
direct or clause the direction of the management and policies of a
person, whether through the ownership of voting securities, by con-
tract, or otherwise.

(bJ ' :Other Definitions.--For definitions of terms as applied in
particular instances, see Rules 51 (b) and (c) and 303 (d).

REQUIREMENTS  AS TO REGISTRATION:,

Rule  200. Filing of Registration Statement.

Registration statements shall be filed in duplicate with the
Foreign Agents Registration Section, Department of Justice, Washington,
D. C. Filing may be made in person or by mail, and shall be deemed
to have taken place upon the receipt thereof.
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Rule  201. Separate Registration by Each Person Required to Register.

(a)Except as hereinafter provided, the filing of a registration
statement by a partnership, corporation, association, organization, or
other combination of individuals, shall not remove the necessity of
filing a registration statement by individual members, employees, as-
sociates and affiliates of such registrant, who are required to register
under the Act.

(b) Upon application in writing by the partners, officers or
persons acting for such combination of individuals, the Chief of the
Foreign Agents Registration Section may, in the interests of the national
defense, internal security, and foreign relations of the United States,
and subject to such terms and conditions as those interests may require,
consider the registration statement filed by such combination of indi-
viduals as the registration statement of each member, employee, associate
and affiliate of such registrant. The Chief of the Foreign Agents Regis-
tration Section shall set forth in a written statement the terms and
conditions upon which any such single registration statement is to be
considered as the statement required of the individual members, employees,
associates and affiliates. Copies of any such applications filed with
the Chief of the Foreign Agents Registration Section, and copies of any
such written statements by the Chief of the Foreign Agents Registration
Section shall be public records and open to public examination in ac-
cordance with the provisions of Rules 600 and 601.

Rule 202. Forms. 

(a)Every person required to register shall file a registration state-
ment on Form FA-1 or FA-2. Form Ft-1 shall be used by agents who are
individuals. Form F-2 shall be used by partnerships, corporations, or-
ganizations, associations or other combinations of individuals.

Each of these forms requires the filing of certain exhibits among
which is Exhibit "Co, which requires the disclosure of information with
respect to foreign principals and the activities of agents on behalf of
such principals. A printed form is prescribed for Exhibit "C" and the
necessary copies will be provided upon request. If an agent represents
more than one foreign principal or performs any "political activity" as
defined in Rule 100 on behalf of persons other than foreign principals,
a separate Exhibit "C" shall be filed for each such foreign principal
or other person.

(b) If any of the forms described in this Rule are not appropriate,
the Chief of the Foreign Agents Registration Section may designate a
form to be used.

Rule 203. Time Within Which Registration Statements Must Be Filed. 

(a) Except as hereinafter provided, every person subject to the
registration requirements of the Act on its effective date, June 28, 192,
shall file a registration statement pursuant to section 2 (a) and the
Rules and Regulations before 6:00 P. M. Eastern War Time July 8, 1912.
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(b)Except as hereinafter provided, every person who becomes
subject to the registration requirements of the Act after June 28,
1912, shall file such registration statement on or before the tenth
day following the day on which such person becomes subject to the
registration requirements. The day on which such person becomes
subject to such requirements shall not be included in computing the
ten-day period.

(c)Upon the filing of an application, in writing, by letter,
telegram or cable, setting forth that a registration statement
cannot be filed within the times set out in paragraphs (a) or (b)
above, or that the requirements of those paragraphs would impose
undue hardship, the Chief of the Foreign Agents Registration
Section may extend the time within which a registration statement
shall be filed for such period as will reasonably permit compliance
with the registration requirements of the Act and Regulations.
pplications filed pursuant to this paragraph shall set forth the
reasons why the filing of a registration statement within the times
specified cannot be complied with or why it would create an:'.undue
hardship.

Rule  204. Six-Months Supplements Under Section 2(b). 

Every registrant shall file a six-months supplement to his
original registration pursuant to section 2 (b). Supplements to
Form FA-1 shall be filed on Form FA-1-6M and supplements to Form FA-2
on Form FA-2-6M. All supplemental statements shall be filed in
duplicate.

Rule 205. Language of Registration Statements, Etc.

(a)All forms, statements, notices, supplements, amendments and
other . documents filed shall be in English whenever possible. If in
a foreign language, they shall be accompanied by an English trans-
lation certified under oath by the translator before a notary public
or other person authorized by law to administer oaths for general
purposes, as a true and accurate translation.

(b)All answers to items on the forms shall be so worded as to
be complete and intelligible without the necessity of referring to
the instructions accompanying the particular form or to the Rules
and Regulations.

(c) Except as specifically provided otherwise, if any item on
any form is inapplicable, or the answer is "None," an express
statement to such effect shall be made.

Rule 206. Oath--Type--Ink--Etc. 

(a)Every form, statement, notice, supplement and amendment,
and evéry duplicate thereof, shall be executed under oath, in the
manner set forth in section 2(c).

(b)Every form, statement, notice, supplement, and amendment
shall -Be typewritten, where practicable, but will be regarded as
complying with the Act and the Rules and Regulations if written
legibly in black ink.
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(c) If duplicates of any of the foregoing are required, such
duplicates shall be of the same size as the original, shall be clear and
easily read, and may be made by any one or more duplicating processes
including photocopying.

(d)All inserts and documents submitted as a part of any form or
statement and all amendments, shall be on good quality unglazed white
paper, 82 by 13 inches in size. Tables and financial data, however,
may be on larger paper, if folded to such size.

Rule 207. Incorporation by Reference--Inserts. 

a) Matter contained in any part of a registration statement or
statement filed pursuant to section 3 (f) and Rule 305, may be incor-
porated by reference as answer, or partial answer, to any item in the
registration statement. In each case of incorporation by reference,
the matter incorporated shall be clearly identified in the reference.
An express statement shall be made to the effect that the specified
matter is incorporated in the registration statement at the particular
place where the information is required. Notwithstanding the fore-
going, the Chief of the Foreign _gents Registration Section may refuse
to permit such incorporation in any case in which in his judgment such
incorporation would render the registration statement incomplete or
confusing.

Lb) Riders shall not be used. If the space provided on any form
for the answer to any given item is insufficient, reference shall be
made in such space to a full insert page or pages on which the item
number and item shall be restated and the complete answer given.

AMENDIENTS

Rule 250. Formal Requirements for Amendments.

(a)Amendments shall conform in all respects to Rule 206, may be
submitted in person or by mail, and need be submitted in duplicate only
when the original statements to which the amendments relate are required
to be submitted in duplicate.

(b)Amendments shall in every case make appropriate reference by
number or otherwise to the items to which they relate.

(c) Amendments and supplements to registration statements shall
be deemed to have been filed upon the receipt thereof.

Rule 251. Notice of Changes in Information under Clauses (3), (4), 
(6) and (9) of Section 2(a).

Notices pursuant to section 2 (b) of changes in information fur-
nished in a registration statement in accordance with clauses (3), (4) ,

(6) and (9) of section 2 (a) shall be by amendment, and shall be filed
with the Foreign Agents Registration Section within ten days after such
changes occur.
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EXEMPTIONS<c-

Rule 300. Burden of Establishing .vailability of Exemptions.

In all matters pertaining to exemptions, the burden of es-
tablishing the availability of the exemption shall rest with the
person for whose benefit the exemption is claimed.

Rule 301. Exemption under Section 3  (a).

The exemption provided by section 3 (a) shall apply to
diplomatic officers duly accredited to the Government of the
United States, and to consular officers who, after appointment by
their governments, have received formal recognition as such from
the Secretary of State, whether such recognition is provisional or
by oxequatur. The exemption is available, however, only while
such diplomatic or consular officers are engaged exclusively in
activities which are recognized by the Department of State as
being within the scope of the functions of such officers.

Rule 302. Exemptions under Sections  3 (b) and (c).

(a)The exemption provided by section 3 (b) shall apply only
to officials of foreign governments which aro recognized by the
United States, who have filed a fully executed Foreign Official
Status Notification with the Secretary of State.

(b)The exemption provided by section 3 (c) shall apply only
to members of the staff of, and persons employed by, duly accredited
diplomatic or consular officers of foreign governments who are so
recognized by the Department of State, who have filed a fully exe-
cuted Foreign Official Status Notification with the Secretary of
State.

(c) The exemption provided by sections 3 (b) and (c) shall not
be regarded as available to any person described in paragraphs (a)
and (b) of this Rule if:

(1)he engages in any activities which are not recognized
by the Department of State as being within the scope of such
personas functions;

(2) he, directly or indirectly, circulates or disseminates
any political propaganda as defined in section 1 (j), which is in
the form of prints, speeches, broadcasts, or in any other form
reasonably adapted to being, and which he has reason to believe
will be, or which he intends to be, circulated or disseminated to
two or more persons within the United States, or any othernerican
republic;

(3) he acts, or has agreed to act, as a security or an
intelligence officer, or acts, or has agreed to act, in a related
or similar capacity;

*See Section 3 of the Act.
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(4) - he is employed, directly or indirectly, in furnishing
information or advice pertaining to political or public interests,
policies or relations (including information or data with respect
to the political, industrial, employment, economic, social, cultural,
or other benefits, advantages, facts, or conditions of any foreign
country, the government of any foreign country, or any foreign
political party), to any person other than officials of his govern-
ment, the Government of the United States, or any other government
which is not at war with the United States, and which is not aiding,
or dominated by, ary governmmont at war with the United States or any
of her allies;

(5) directly or indirectly, reporting or transmitting to any
foreign principal any information the publication, dissemination, or
transmission of which is forbidden or restricted in the interests of
the national defense by the regulations or codes of practice in effect
from time to time by the Office of Censorship, without the authority
of an appropriate agency of the Government of the United States;•

(d) Provided, that in no event shall - the exemption provided by
section 3 (b) be available to any citizen of the United States.

Rule 303. Exemption under Sections 3  (d) and (e). 

(a) Except as provided hereafter in paragraph (b) of this Rule,
no person shall be regarded as being engaged, or as having agreed to
engage, only

(1)in private, nonpolitical, financial, mercantile, or other
activities in furtherance of the bona fide trade or commerce of a
foreign principal (as provided in section 3 (d), or

(2)in the soliciting or collecting of funds and contributions
within the United States to be used only for medical aid and assistance,
or for food, and clothing to relieve human suffering, if such solici-
tation or collection of funds and contributions is in accordance with
and subject to the provisions of the i;ct of November 4, 1939, as
amended (54 Stat. 48), and such rules and regulations as may be pre-
scribed thereunder (as provided in section 3 (d)),or

(3) in activities in furtherance of bona fide religious,
scholastic, academic, or scientific pursuits or the fine arts (as pro-
vided in section 3 (e),),

if he engages in any political activity as defined in Rule 100 on
behalf of a foreign principal, on his own behalf, or on behalf of any
other person, or engages in any other nonexempt activity.

(b) ..ny person who is an agent of a news service, radio news
service, photo news service, or press service or association, organized
under the laws of or having its principal place of business in a foreign
country, or who is an agent of a newspaper, magazine, periodical or
other publication published by a foreign principal, shall be regarded
as exempt under the provisions of section 3 (d) .°rith respect to his
activities as such agent if, and so long as, his 'apolitical activity",
as defined in Rule 100, is confined to:
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(1)gathering and reporting information which is
reasonably adapted to being, and which he intends to be, used by
his principal purely for news purposes, and not for the purpose
of disseminating political propaganda;

(2)broadcasting or writing for publication within the
United States, concerning which the Foreign._ gents Registration
Section has previously been notified in writing, or the making
of extemporaneous oral communications, which broadcasts, writings,
or communications are not intended for the purpose of dominating
political propaganda;

Provided, however, that such agent shall not be regarded 2.s exempt
under the provisions of section 3 (d) if:

(i)any of the activities of the agent are performed
for or directed by any foreign government or foreign
political party;

(ii)the foreign principal is owned or subsidized,
in whole or in part, by, or any of its activities are
directed by, any foreign government or foreign po-
litical party ;
(iii)the foreign principal is any such service or

association organized under the laws of, or having
its principal place of business in, or any such pub-
lication printed in, any foreign country with which
the United States is at war, or any foreign country
allied with, or occupied or dominated by, any such
country; or
(iv)the agent engages in any activity set out in

paragraph (a) (8) (iv) or (viii) of Rule 100.

(c) This Rule shall not be construed as fully defining the
several activities which, if engaged in, make the exemption under
section 3 (d) unavailable.

(d) used in this Rule, the term "trade or commerce" shall
include the exchange, transfer, purchase, or sale of commodities,
services, or property of any kind.

Rule  304. Disclosure of Identity under  Clause (2) of Section 3 (f). 

(a) Disclosure of the identity of a person as an agent of a
foreign principal in accordance with clause (2) of section 3 (f)
shall be made at the beginning of each communication or expression
referred to in said clause, and shall be by some means reasonably
adapted to convey to the recipient:

(1) the name of the person engaged in the publication,
dissemination or circulation of such matters

(2)the fact that such person represents a government or
is acting in the interests of a government, and the identity of the
government or governments represented by such person in the publi-
cation, dissemination or circulation of such matter.
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Rule 305. Exemption  under Clause (3) of Section 3 (f).

(a) General Requirements. Except as hereinafter provided, the
exemption provided by section 3 (f) shall be available to a person
whose foreign principal is a government of a foreign country the de-
fense of which the President deems vital to the defense of the United
States only if there has been furnished to the Secretary of State for
transmittal to the Foreign .gents Registration Section or, with the
consent of the Secretary of State, to the Foreign . .gents Registration
Section, the following:

(1)Statement Required—Within the period specified in para-
graph (d) of this Rule, a statement concerning the identity and ac-
tivities of such person;

(2) Copies of Communications Transmitted--PTithin ten days
after the first day of each calendar month, two summaries of any oral,
and two copies of any visual, graphic, written, pictorial, or other
communication or expression by any such person, which he has, or which
he has reason-to believe has been, circulated or disseminated to or
among twenty or more members of the public within the United States
during the previous calendar month, together with a statement setting
forth with respect to each such communication, or - summary, or copy
thereof, (i) the approximate number of persons to, or among whom, such
communication was circulated or disseminated by him, if known, (ii) the
means by which such communication was circulated or disseminated, and
(iii) the names and addresses of persons designated by him to receive
twenty or more copies of such communication. If any such communication
is circulated. or disseminated during any subsequent month, it shall not
be necessary to furnish copies of such communications for each ad-
ditional month, and it shall be sufficient if there is furnished in the
detail described above a statement concerning the further circulation
or dissemination of each such communication;

(3) .additional Information--Such other statements, infor-
mation, or documents pertinent to the purposes of the Tact as the Chief
of the Foreign gents Registration Section of the Department of Justice
may from time to time require with respect to the identity and activi-
ties of such person, or any group or organization of such persons re-
ferred to in paragraph (c) of this Rule.

(b) Waiver of Requirements--The Chief of the Foreign :igents Regis-
tration Section may, upon application in writing, in the interests of
the national defense, internal security, and foreign relations of the
United States, and subjoct to such terms and conditions as those in-
terests may dictate, waive, in writing, any or all of the requirements
of paragraph (a) of this Rule, with respect to any person, group or
organization. Such waiver shall set forth the terms and conditions `
upon which it is granted. The filing of any such application for
waiver will be deemed to be a compliance with the requirements of this
Rule pending notification by the Chief of the Foreign :_gents Regis-
tration Section of his decision with respect to such application.

(c) Form--The statement referred to in paragraph (a) (1) of this
Rule shall be furnished, in duplicate, to the Secretary of State on
Form F1-3F. `, separate statement shall be furnished on such Form-with
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respect to each person referred to in paragraph (a) of this Rule,
except where teo or moro of such persons and employees aro as-
sociated as an established group or organization engaged in ac-
tivities as a unit. In such case, a statement with respect to
such group or organization shall be furnished on Form F11-3F, and a
separate statement need not be furnished with respect to any in-
dividual or person within the group or organization, unless such
person engages independently of the group or organization in ac-
tivities on behalf of his government for which no exemption is
available except under section 3 (f).

(d) Time Within i ':hich Form I!iust be Furnished--Form F,-3F
shall be furnished within the following specified periods:

(f) . .mendments and Supplements to Statements Furnished.

(1) Notice of Change in Statement Under Paragraph (a)(1)--

formation contained in a statement furnished pursuant to paragraph
(a) (1) of this Rule relating to:

(i) the activities of the agent,

similar functions,

a statement setting forth such changes shall be furnished to the
Secretary of State for transmittal to the Foreign agents Regis-
tration Section, or, with the consent of the Secretary of State,
to the Foreign ,gents Registration Section.

(2) Six-Months Supplements- gTathin thirty (30) days after
the expiration of each period of six months succeeding the date
upon which a statement is furnished to the Secretary of State

(h)By 1:Thom Forms Are to be Executed--Forms FA.-3F, F:.-3F-6M, and
the statements to be furnished pursuant to paragraph (a) (2) of this
Rule shall be executed by the individual agent or a majority of the
partners, officers, or directors of the agent, or persons performing
similar functions for the agent.

(a) Every person who, pursuant to section 4, is required to file
a copy of any political propaganda with the lttorney General shall
transmit or deliver such copy to the Foreign Agents Registration
Section, and shall attach to each such copy a statement, in duplicate,
setting forth the following:

1) A concise account of the nature of the matter filed.
(2)The medium by which such matter has been transmitted, all

addresses from which, and the date or dates on which, transmitted.
(3)The approximate number of copies transmitted, and the

states, territories and other places subject to the jurisdiction of
the United States and any other American republics, to which trans-
mitted.

(14) The approximate number of persons designated by the
foreign agent to receive less than one hundred and more than ten
copies, and the number of persons designated to receive more than
one hundred copies.

(5)The approximate number of libraries, educational in .

stitutions, press services or associations, newspapers or other publi-
cations, and public officials , designated to receive copies.

(6)The nationality groups to which such matter is

(7)The names and addresses of all publications printed in
any language other than English which are designated to receive
copies.

(8)If such matter is in the form of radio script, any
part of which has  been written or edited by, or at the direction of,
the foreign agent, set forth the radio station from which the broad-
cast is made and the name of the broadcasting chain used, if any,
and the date; or dates when broadcast.

(9) Such additional information with respect to the
places, times and extent of such transmittal, as  the Chief of the
Foreign Agents Registration Section, having due regard for the
national security and public interest, may require in any particular
case.

(b)Any statement filed pursuant to paragraph (a) of this Rule
may incorporate by reference any information set forth in a similar
statement previously filed by the same person pursuant to paragraph
(a). In such case , however , the statement previously filed shall be
specifically identified wherever matter therein is incorporated in
a subsequent statement.

(c)Filing may be made in person or by mail and, except where
made in person, shall be deemed to have taken place upon the deposit
thereof in the mails properly addressed to the Foreign Agents Regis-
tration Section,

(d) Ir, any case where an item of propaganda has been filed with
the Foreign a `,gcnts Registration Section, together with the statement
referred to in paragraph (a)  of this Rule, it shall not be necessary ,_

upon subsequent circulation or dissemination to the public of the
same item, to forward additional copies to the Foreign .,,.gents  Regis-
tration Section or the Librarian of Congress. In such case, it
shall be sufficient if there is'furnished to the Foreign .,gents Regis-
tration Section, in the detail set out in paragraph (a) of this Rule,
a statement concerning the additional circulation or dissemination
of any such items. Such statement :day be rendered monthly, and may
cover one or more of such items as have been circulated or dissemi-
nated subsequent to the filing of the statements required in para-
graph (a). If such statement is rendered monthly, it shall be trans-
mitted to the Foreign Agents Registration Sectionwithin ton days
after the close of the calendar month for which such statement is
made.
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(e) Except as provided in paragraph (f) below, all political
propaganda required to be filed pursuant to section 4 (a) shall con-
tain or bear a statement conspicuously marked at the beginning in the
language or languages used in such propaganda, setting forth the fol-
lowing:

(1)The name and address of the agent transmitting or
causing the material to be transmitted, and that such person is regis-
tered with the Foreign agents Registration Section, Department of
Justice, Washington, D. C., where his registration statement is
available for public inspection.

(2)That the distribution being made is on behalf of, or
in the interests of, a specified principal or principals, and that
copies of the material distributed have been (or are being) filed with
the Foreign :gents Registration Section.

(3) That the filing of a registration statement with such
Section should not be considered as any indication that the United
States Government has approved the material being transmitted.

(f) 11 political propaganda which is orally transmitted by use
of a means or instrumentality of interstate or foreign commerce shall
be introduced by a statement, in the language or languages used in such
oral transmission, which is reasonably adapted to convey to the re-
cipient or recipients thereof all of the facts set forth in para-
graph -(c) above.

Rule 401. ?'When Political Propaganda "Caused" to be Transmitted
Within Meaning of Section.

(a):gin agent of a foreign principal who is required to register
under the provisions of the lict shall be deemed to cause political
propaganda to be transmitted in the United States mails or by a means
or instrumentality of interstate or foreign commerce, within the
meaning of Section 4 of the 2,ct, if such propaganda is disseminated or
caused to be disseminated by the agent, knowing,.intending or having
reason to believe that it will be, and thereafter it actually is,_so
transmitted in whole or in part, either in the same or in a different
form by any person.

Rule 500. Maintenance of Backs and Records

(a)- Every person who is subject to the registration require-
ments of the Pict on June 28, 192 and every person who at a later
date becomes subject to such requirements, shall preserve all books
and records in his possession, relating to any activities which
necessitate registration. Thereafter all such persons shall make
and keep current the following books and records:

(5) :al bookkeeping and ether financial records relating to
registrant's activities on behalf of all foreign principals, including
cancelled checks, bank statements and records of income and disburse-
ments, showing names and addresses of all persons who have paid
monies to the registrant or who have received monies from the regis-
trant, the specific amounts so paid or received, and the date on
which each item was paid or received.

(6) If a corporation, association, or other combination
of individuals, all minute books.

(7) Such books or records as will disclose the names and
addresses of all employees and agents of registrant; including persons
no longer acting as employees.

(8) Such other books, records and documents as are necessary
properly to reflect the activities by reason of which registration is

This list has been arranged to permit ready reference to the ab-
stracts of statements contained in Appendix IV. Next to the name of
the agent is the "nationality field" of his principal's interest, fol-
lowed by the registration or exemption number assigned to the statement.
If a statement reports registrable activities for principals in more
than one "nationality field", the list shows the main field first and
then, in parentheses, the other fields involved.

As indicated on Table 1, next page, a total of 508 statements were
filed with the Foreign Agents Registration Section, Department of Jus-
tice, during the period covered by this Report.  However, in some in-
stances, a statement has been filed by two or more agents associated in
representing the same principal; in a number of cases, an agent has
filed two or more statements. The alphabetical list includes not only
the name or names under which the statement has been filed, but also
any important trade names, pseudonyms, or foreign-language equivalents
reported by the agent. On the other hand, where an agent has filed
more than one statement, the numbers of all such statements appear
opposite a single name.

Abstracts of the 508 statements filed with the Department of
Justice through December 31, 1944, have been grouped, according to
the nationality or national interest of the foreign principal, into
61i. "nationality fields" which are arranged alphabetically.

The British Commonwealth of Nations and Empire is divided into
nine of these fields: Great Britain [United Kingdom of Great Britain
and. Northern Ireland], Australia, Canada, New Zealand, the Union of
South Africa, Newfoundland, India, the Anglo-Egyptian Sudan [con-
dominium with Egypt], and the British Crawn Colonies. Unrecognized
annexations of territory are not included in the summaries for th
annexing country, so that Austria, Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania
are shown independently. Separate categories are also provided for
mandated territories, such as the Levant States [Latakia, Lebanon,
and Syria] and Palestine, and for groups advocating autonomy for
certain European regions, such as the Basque [Euzkadi] Government
and Catalonia in Spain, Bavaria in Germany, and Carpatho-Russia and
Slovakia in Czechoslovakia. Agents of international organizations
are shown under a special title, and those which cannot consistently
be classified elsewhere are included under "Stateless and Miscellane-
ous". Cross-references are indicated whenever a statement covers
important registrable activities in more than one nationality field.

Where pertinent, a division is made in each field between public
registration statements and allied government exemption statements,
and the abstracts are listed serially according to number. An
asterisk (*) after the registration or exemption number indicates
that the statement was terminated prior to December 31, 1914. 	 .

The initials [SD] indicate that the agent was previously registered
with the Department of State. The text in quotation marks, unless in-
cluded within brackets, is taken verbatim from statements, reports, and
publications filed with the Foreign Agents Registration Section. Other
material.in the abstracts is paraphrased from the same sources.

Other English-language bulletins and pamphlets, distributed regu-
larly by the Service and by individuals or groups cooperating with the
Servic , include materials published by official French agencies abroad
and by subsidized or affiliated French agents in the United States.
Illustrative titles are Victory in the Fezzaz [Fighting French Publican
tion No. 54, London; reprinted in Canada; circulation 11,450 copies],
and Resistance by André Morize [published by the Boston Chapter of
France Forever, Inc.; circulation 1,650 copies].

Booklets, pamphlets and periodicals published abroad in French are
disseminated by the Service irregularly as they are received. Illus-
trative titles of this type are: Bulletin de la Marine Frangaise,
Courrier du Levant, La Guerre Illustrée, Journal Officiel de la Béoub-
liyue F raniaise, and Volontaire.

The Service issues about 400 press releases in English annually to
380 news agencies, newspapers, editorial writers, radio commentators,
and others. About 1,200 press releases in French are distributed
annually to 270 domestic French-language newspapers, individuals as-
sociated with the French-language press, and organizations active in
support of the French cause.

Books and other printed matter issued by private individuals or
groups in the United States and abroad, such as L'Apopée de la France ,
Combattante [The Epic of Fighting France], by Raoul Aglion [published
by "Les Editions de France"], and Un People Ressuscit6 [A People
Reborn] by Fernand Laurent [published by Brentano'a], are purchased and
distributed to university libraries or sent abroad to official French
agencies.

The Service also disseminates posters, such as La Marseillaise,
Liberté. Liberté Chérie, Invaded but not Conquered, Proclamation of
General de Gaulle, and Entre 1e H arteau let 'Enclume [Between the Ham-
mer and the Anvil]. Approximately 2,500 posters were distributed
during 1944. Recently, 110,000 small poster stamps of a similar nature
have been distributed to school children, and interested adults.

Requests for photographs concerning the French are rec ived from
motion-picture companies, magazines, newspapers, and individuals. Over
3,000 photographs, o'tained from Algiers, London, and lately Paris,
were distributed by the Service in the last year.
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The film section of the Service prepares and edits a large member
of documentary films concerning French participation in the war. I1-
lustrative titles are Bir Hacheim, The Fizhtinz French Are Our Allies,
Documents on Fiehtina France, Under the Croes of Lorraine, Corsica,
French Resistan.e in he Maoui s. About 1,000 16 mm. prints of these
films are distributed annually by the Service and by France Forever,
Inc. [See Exemption No. 101], to educational institutions, reli f
societies, YMCA and YWCA branches, USO clubs, the armed forces, and
similar groups.

Exhibits, consisting of mounted photographs, maps, flags, and
objects illustrating French participation in the war effort, are
made available to schools, hospitals, museums, and group meetings.

A reference library, which has reported over 10,000 inquiries
in the past 12 months, is available for mail, telephone or personal
consultation, with reference to France, its history, civilization
and participation in the war. Although no speakers' bureau is
maintained, the Service suggests names of speakers to such organiza-
tions as the United Nations Information Office, the Office of War
Information, France Forever, Inc., French Relief, and other organiza-
tions sponsoring lectures. Names of speakers are also suggested to
radio networks and individual radio stations on request. From time
to time, persons associated with the Service speak on the radio or
lecture platform.

The French Press and Information Service is a member of the
United Nations Information Board which supervises the United Nations
Information Office [see Exemption No. 73, below]. It cooperates
with the British Information Services, the Belgian Government In-
formation Center, and other individual Allied government information
offices in the distribution of books, pamphlets, films, posters, and
similar materials. The Service also maintains close working rela-

Activities for Foreign Principal:

Agent reports that its central organization in New York consists
of four major operating divisions: Information, Press and Radio, Film
and General; and a number of service and liaison units. Branch offices
and personnel attached to consulates carry on similar work in a smaller
volume.

The New York office's Information Division includes a reference
library, and enquiry, research, sales, India, and colonial sections.
The library receives over 4,000 new items annually and now contains mor
than 8,000 books, 40,000 British official documents, and a large collec-
tion of reference materials; 8,354 items were loaned to 3,593 borrowers
in a twelve-month period. The Enquiries Section handles over 50,000 in-
quiries a year from the general public or government agencies. The Re-
search Section prepared 119 Information Papers in the past year on suds
topics as British Empire Casualties, Sept. 3, 1939 - Sept. 3, 1943, Lend
Lease and Britain, New Educational Proposals, Absenteeism in Britain,
Replanning London, Incendiary Fire Bombs. The India Section averages.
2,000 inquiries a year. It lends approximately 500 photographs, and as
many books, pamphlets, and newspapers, containing general descriptive
material about India, the Indian Army, Burma, economic conditions, post-
war plans, and the languages and customs of the area. Special studies
on Indian affairs such as the Oxford University Press publication, The
Indian Problem, by Professor Coupland, a member of the Cripps Mission,
were distributed by the India Section to 750 American libraries and
colleg s. The Colonial Section in its six month's existence has handled
ov r 300 inquiries on such topics as the history, ethnology, natural
resources, war effort, education, living conditions, immigration con-
trols, and import-export regulations of Britain's colonial areas.

The New York Press and Radio Division in a twelve-month period
handled 1,500 inquiries; its Press Section in the same period issued
250,000 copies of 1,113 press releases, and its Magazine and Editorial
Section placed 1,285 articles in American magazines and newspapers.
Items were placed in a wide variety of publications including the New
York Times, San Francisco Chronicle, Saturday Evening Post, Popular 
Science, Tournal of Nervous and Mental Diseases, Shipyard Worker,
Brewery Worker, Farmers Union Herald, Breeders' Gazette, Our Dumb 
Animals, Heroic Comics, and many others. Topics covered in these ar-
ticles include a wide range of interests, from "Britain is Family Con-
scious" [American Family], "Teaching Trees to Feed Themselves" [American
Forests), "A Policeman looks at Life" [Illinois Policeman], "Britain's
Post-War Plans" [Scope], "Ration Books for Cows" [Coastal Cattleman],
"Herrings Hay Mad History" [Cook Publications], to technical articles
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on war training and equipment. Copies of a digest entitled Weekly Velar
Notes are sent regularly to 1,685 private and official addressees.
BIS, as the agent of the British Ministry of Information which supplies
manuscripts, has also entered into exclusive agreements with various
publishing houses for publication or distribution of books such as
Combined Operations [The Macmillan Company, see Exemption No. 141], and
The Fire Fighters of London in Action [Doubleday Doran & Company, Inc.,
and its subsidiary Garden City Publishing Company, Inc., see Exemption
No , 82]. The Military Affairs Section distributed to 188 commentators,
government officials and others, a Daily War Commentary, by Brig. Gen.
H. S. Sewell, and handled over 1,000 inquiries on military subjects.
The Photographs Section loaned on request over 6,000 British prints to
newspapers and periodicals, and about 1,000 prints to United States
government agencies and the armed forces. This Section issued 1,016
newsphotos and 344 radiophotos to subscribing photo syndicates (Acme,
A. P., British Combine, International and New York Times); sent mats
of 43 captioned single photos to a list of 1,500 papers (weeklies having
over 900 circulation and dailies having under 40,000 circulation); and
mailed about 200 photos of American servicemen in Britain to local news-
papers in the United States.

The Radio Section during a twelve-month period issued over 35,000
copies of 241 press releases and 252 script releases. It distributed
through the NBC Thesaurus and RCA, Camden, N. T., 500 copies of an ex-
tensive series of recordings entitled "Freedom's Fighting Men." Members
of the BIS staff and attached speakers broadcast over all major n tworks
and many local stations in all sections of the United States.

The New York Film Division reported that 17 BIS feature films, dis-
tributed commercially through such companies as RKO, MGM, arner Brothers,
Columbia, Loew's, Paramount, and Universal, were exhibited in an average
of 3,100 theaters. The most popular film, Desert Victory, was shown in
9,552 theaters; other leading titles include These Are the Men [7,201
theaters], Letter from Ireland [4,564 theaters], Danger Area [4,091 the-
aters], Tunisian Victory [3,993 theaters], Next of Kin [3,814 theaters],
and Common Cause [3,290 theaters]. BIS has arrangements for commercial
distribution of short subjects and newsreel footage with Budd. Rogers
[see Exemption No. 221] and Hamilton M. Wright Organization, Inc. [see
Exemption No. 219], as well as the major companies. Non-theatrical
[non-commercial] distribution of 241 BIS 16 mut. films resulted in 42,151
showings in a six-month period; the most popular were D Day [ 2, 579 show-
ings], Desert Victory [2,323 showings], Cherbourg [1,840 showings], The
Pilot is Safe [1,211 showings], These Are the Men [1,164 showings], and
Psychiatry in Action [1,028 showings]. Non-theatrical bookings of 16 mm.
film are handled through BIS, British consulates, and other distributors,
including 12 who have filed exemption statements:

BIS, in a six-month period, also reported the sale of 326 prints of 16
mm. film to distributors, colleges, industrial organizations, United
States Government agencies, and foreign government information centers.
For example, the Polish Information Center purchased 15 prints of This
is Poland. Other typical titles sold included Changing Face of India,
Religion of the People, Eating at Work, Winter on the Farm, and ABCD of
Health. Approximately 700,000 leaflets advertising BIS films are dis-
tributed each year. In addition to distributing British films, BIS
furnishes assistance to American film producers through a staff in
Hollywood.

The Speakers Section of the General Division reported securing
approximately 3,000 engagements for speakers in a twelve-month period.
BIS speakers addressed Rotary Clubs, American Legion posts, workers of
the Lockheed Aircraft Corporation, war bond- rallies, conventions, United
States Army and Navy personnel, on topics ranging from "Jet Propulsion
for Aircraft" to "Developments in Post-War Britain." The Exhibitions
Section reported over 400 showings of standard exhibits such as Robot
Bomb No. 1, War Artists' Paintings, Farming in Great Britain, and others;
and a monthly average of seven window displays, eight automatic-book
displays, and over 200 photographic set displays. Rudolph A. Haybrook
[see Exemption No. 56] reported a tour of the United States under BIS
auspices to assist civilian-defense efforts by lecturing and showing
pictures, drawings and photographs of London under the blitz attack.
The Despatch Section distributed, in varying amounts, over 4,000,000
copies of publications with titles such as Achievements in British Farms
ing, Catholics of Britain at War, Picture of India, Jewish Bulletin
No. 33, Labor and Industry, His Majesty's Ships, British Youth Answers 
the Call, Britain vs. Japan, Protestant Churches of Britain in Wartime,
etc. Distribution of more than 200,000 posters and maps was also report d.

Inquiries handled by BIS branch offices totaled 20,391 for a twelve-
month period, with Washington reporting 10,228; Chicago, 6,690; San
Francisco, 1,669; Seattle, 1,350; and Boston, 455. A large proportion
of these inquiries originated in United States Government agencies, Par-
ticularly in the case of Washington.

Releases issued by branch offices, exclusive of reissued material,
amount d to 1,235 in six months' time; photographs consisting larg ly
of shots on the British war effort - with th emphasis on military
operations - totaled 6,253. Over 150 press and radio conferences and
rec ptions a year are arranged by various BIS offs S.
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BIS also reports on direct mailings to the trnited States by the
Ministry of Information and the British Council in London. MOI activity
includes weekly mailings of religious bulletins such as Spiritual Issues
of the War, English Catholic Newsletter, and others, to Catholic, Jewish
and Protestant mailing lists in the United States. The British Council
distributes copies of Monthly Science News [U. S. circulation 6,300] in
,English, Spanish and Portuguese editions, a magazine Britain Today 
[U.S. circulation 2,200] and the monthly British Book News [U. S. cir-
culation 4,600].

BIS through the British Information Liaison Office with United
Nations [see Exemption No. 182] is a cooperating member in the United
Nations Information Office [see Exemption No. 73], and likewise co-
operates with such British Empire agencies as the Government of India
Information Services [see Exemption No. 163], and various foreign gov-
ernment information services.

in England, such as Farm and Garden Facts, Church by the Side of the Road,
and Talks from Leeds. Agent reports that in November, 1944, a typical
month, nine different weekly programs were rebroadcast regularly over
four national networks (Mutual, Blue, NBC, and CBS), and one regional
hook-up (Don Lee). In addition, 40 stations carried one or more series
of some 30 regular daily or weekly programs, and 26 special programs.

In the field of radio, the Polish Information Center prepares 15-
minute weekly recorded programs entitled "Poland versus Hitler" which
have been used by 300 radio stations throughout the United States. These
consist of interviews with members of the Polish armed forces, comments
on Polish news, renditions of Polish songs and instrumental music, and
dramatizations. Agent has regularly provided material for 75 Polish-
language programs by distributing recordings supplied by the Pcli.sh
Ministry of Information and Documentation in London, dramatizations re-
corded in Polish by artists of the Warsaw theater now in the United States,
and "scripts on special features and informative material concerning the
Polish war effort." Agent reports that it conducts a Jewish-language
broadcast on Poland given each week in Nor York, and has presented a pro-
gram dedicated to Poland in the series "The Cavalcade of the United
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Nations Marches On." It also sends daily short gave broadcasts over-
seas. It cooperates with the American national networks by supplying
information concerning important Polish celebrations and events.

In addition to utilizing Polish musical talent for radio broad-
casts, agent reports that 12 shows featuring Polish music and danc s
have been arranged, usually before American servicemen's organizations.

with an introduction by Dr. Sava N. Kosanovich (1,000 to 1,500 copies);
Fighting Jugoslavia (The Struggle of the Slovenes) by Professor Boris
Furlan (2,000 copies); Jugoslav Women Fight for Freedom, by Pauline
Abala; and Jugoslavia by Vladimir Ivanovib. Agent also distributed
about 210 reprints of The Resistance of Yugoslavia by Z. H. Wachsman and
300 copies of a special bulletin, A Brief History of the Italian Occupa-
tion in Slovenia.

Agent disseminated cartoons drawn by Derso and Kelen [see Registra-
tion No. 222, above] which pictured Yugoslav resistance, and a poster
entitled Jugoslav Guerrillas - Second Front in Europe.

United States v. Raphael Rush et al.

(District of Columbia)

Rush, Morris Liskin, and Norman Weinberg, indicted' on Decemb r 16,
1959, as officers of Bookniga Corporation, were charged with failure
to register as agents of Mezhdunarodnaya Kniga, Moscow, U.S.S.R., an
organization controlled by the Peoples' Commissariat of Foreign Trade,
an arm of the Soviet Government. They were also charged with conspiring
to evade such registration. Bookniga sold or otherwise distributed
printed materials published in the Soviet Union.

Liskin pleaded guilty to the first count of the indictment, re-
ceived a suspended sentence thereon of 4 to 18 months' imprisonment,
and was fined $500. He pleaded cot guilty to the second count, was
convicted and sentenced to 8 months' to 2 years' imprisonment, and was
fined $500. Rush and Weinberg pleaded not guilty, were tried and con-
victed. Rush was sentenced to 8 months' to 2 years' imprisonment and
a fine of $500 on the first count, and to 4 months' to one year's im-
prisonment and a fine of $500 on the second count, the terms of im-
prisonment to run consecutively. Weinberg was sentenced to sery from
6 to 18 months' imprisonment and was fined $500.
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Case No. A-2

United States v. Bookniga, Inc., et al.

(District of Columbia)

On December 27, 1939, Bookniga, Inc., successor to Bookniga Corpo-
ration, Boris Nikolsky, its president and Llila Illyan, its secretary
and treasurer, were indicted for violation of the Foreign Agents Regis-
tration Act. They were charged with willfully failing to disclose in
their registration statements the existence of an oral contract with
Bo kniga's foreign principal, Mezhudnarodnaya 'align, concerning the die-
tribution of Soviet propaganda in the United States.

The defendants pleaded guilty; the corporation and Nikolsky were
fin d $1,000 each, and Illyan was fined $500.

Case No. A-3

United States v. World Tourist, Inc., et el.

(District of Columbia)

World Tourist, Inc., a travel bureau of New York City, was indicted
on March 13, 1940, for violation of the Foreign Agents Registration Act.
It was charged with receiving compensation from, and acting under the
direction of, Intourist, the official U.S.S.R. Travel Agency, and with
ins rting in various newspapers, magazines, and periodicals, on behalf
of Intourist, publicity of a propaganda nature without registering.
Jacob Raisin, an officer and sole stockholder of World Tourist, Inc.,
was indicted, charged with aiding, abetting, and procuring World Tourist,
Inc., willfully to fail to register under the statute.

B th defendants pleaded guilty; World Tourist, Inc., was fined
$500; Raisin was fined $500 and received a suspended sentence of 4
months' to one year's imprisonment. He was placed on probation.

Case No. A-4

United States v. Herbert Hoehn. 

(Northern District of California)

Hoehn was indicted on July 10, 1940, charged with having acted ae
an agent of the German Government (1) without prior notification to the
Secretary of State as required by the Notification Act and (2) without

filing a registration statement as required by the Foreign Agents Regis-
tration Act. On September 10, 1940, the indictment was dismissed and
the defendant was permitted to leave the United States, the Department
of State and the Department of Justice concurring in the view that no
useful purpose would be served in prosecuting Hoehne in view of the con-
viction of mil Wolff in a companion case [see below, Case No. A-5].

Hoehn had been arrested on June 26, 194D, an route to Buenos Aires
from San Francisco, having in his possession diplomatic papers bearing
the signature of Captain Fritz Wiedemann, then German Consul-General at
San Francisco. These documents carried instructions as to the us f
codes and material which Wolff was transporting in a sealed trunk t
representatives of the German Government in South America.

Case No. A-3 

United States v. 'mil Wolff 

(Canal Zone)

By information filed =August 2, 1940, Wolff was charged with
having acted as an agent of the German Government (1) without prior
notification to the Secretary of State as required by the Notification
Act and (2) without filing a registration statement as required by th
Foreign Agents Registration Act. On August 19, 1940, he pleaded guilty,
received a suspended sentence of 3 months' imprisonment and was fined
$2,000.

When arrested at Balboa, Canal Zone, on July 2, 1940, Wolff was
en route to Buenos Aires from San Francisco and was engaged in carrying
from German consuls in this country numerous secret documents and cod s
to representatives of the German Government in South America.

Case No. A-ó 

United States v. Friedrich Ernst Auhag n 

(District of Columbia)

Auhagen was indicted on March 3, 1941, for violation of the For ign
Agents Registration Act and the Notification Act. He was charged with
having acted for, and received compensation from, Dr. G. Kurt Johannaen
f Hamburg, Germany, without registering as required by the Foreign

Agente Registration Act, and with having acted as an agent of the Germen
Government without prior notification to the Secretary of State.
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H pleaded not guilty, was tried, convicted, and sentenced to 8
months' to 2 years' imprisonment and a fine o° $1,000. Upon release
from imprisonment, his naturalization was set aside, and he was interned
as an near alien.

Case N. A-7 

United States w. Manfred Zapp et al.

(District of Columbia)

On March 11, 1941, Zapp, Guenther Tonn, and Transocean News Service
were indicted for violation of the Foreign Agents Registration Act. The
News Service was charged with failing to register as an agent of a foreign
principal, and Zapp and Tonn were charged with counseling and procuring
the News Service not to register. Zapp, manager of the News Service, was
also charged with failing to disclose that he had engaged in propaganda
activities on behalf of Transocean, G.m.b.H., the German Government, and
th Nazi Party; with failing to register as an agent for Deutsche? Verlag,
a Berlin publishing house; and with failing to disclose his activities in
th publication and distribution of The German White Paper. Tonn was
charged with failing to register as an agent of Transocean, G.m.b.H.

The News Service pleaded guilty and was fined $1,000 and the costs
of prosecution. Zapp and Tonn were repatriated to Germany in exchange
for American nationals, and the indictment against them was dismissed.

Case No. A-8

United States v. Paul Fehse .

(Southern District of New York)

Fehse was indicted on April 1, 1941, for conspiring to violate the
Foreign. Agents Registration Aot, on the charge that he agreed to act as
an agent in the United States for John Doe and for certain other foreign
principals. He pleaded guilty on the same day and was sentenced to one
year and one day's imprisonment.

• Fehse, a native of Germany, entered the United States as a quota
emigrant in 1934, and was naturalized in 1938. In 1939, he returned to
Germany, and while there was asked to serve as a German espionage agent.
On July 15, 1941, as one of the defendants in the case of United States 
V. Long et al., [see below, Case No. B-5] he pleaded guilty to having
violated the Espionage Ant of 1917, and on January 2, 1942, was sentenced
to 15 y ars' imprisonment. Fehse's naturalization was set aside on
September 15, 1944.

United States v. Frank B. Burch

(District of Columbia)

Burch was indicted on September 23, 1941, for violation of the
Foreign Agents Registration Act. He was charged with failing to regis-
ter as an agent of the German Government, the indictment alleging that
he acted as counsel for Karl Kapp, German Consul at Cleveland, Ohio,
and that, at Kapp•s direction and with funds supplied by him, had pur-
chased and distributed books, pamphlets, and periodicals to a mailing
list of 25,000 names in order to influence public opinion in oppositi a `
to pending national defense legislation. He also prepared and gave
Kapp a mailing list of 30,000 names to wham Kapp distributed propaganda
materials, inulnding a periodical entitled Facts in Review, published
by the German Library of Information.

Burch pleaded guilty, and was sentenced to 8 to 24 months' imprison-
ment and a fine of $1,000. The prison sentence and fine were suspended,
and he was placed on probation.

Case No. A-10 

United States v. George Sylvester Viereck

(District of 9sls•bia)

Viereck was indicted on October 8, 1941, under the Foreign Agents
Registration Act for failure to disclose his activities in the Unit d
States as an agent of a foreign prinipal. Woo his plea of not guilty,
he was tried and convicted on March 15, 1942, on three counts, and s n-
teneed to 8 months' to 2 years' imprisonment and a fine of $500 on each
c unt, the terms of imprisonment to run consecutively.

The indictment charged that Viereck had, in three successive sup-
'plemm3ntal registration statements filed by him, knowingly and willfully
failed to disclose, in response to an item in such statements calling
for a "comprehensive statement of nature of business of registrant,"
numerous activities in which he had engaged during the period covered
by the supplemental registration statements. The evidence showed that
Viereck had registered as agent for a Munich newspaper and for the Ger-
man Library of Information. There was also evidence, however, showing
that he controlled and financed Flanders Hall, Inc., a publishing hone ,

which published numerous books and pamphlets from manuscripts write n
by Viereck, among Which were translations of German books published, by
the German Library of Informati n. There was vid nee toshow aigothat
during this p ri d, Vi rack was a tive in the formation and w rk Or
the "h(ake Europ Pay War Debts Coemaitt " and "Islands for War Debts,
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Committee,* and made use of these organizations as a means of distrib-
uting propaganda through the press and radio and under Congressional
frank. His response to the item in question, in each of the three sup-
plemental statements, was simply "Author and Journalist.■

The trial court, at the Government's request and over the objection
f the defendant, charged that "if you find that the defendant engaged
in activities eat forth in the indictment, it is net necessary.that you
find that he engaged in such activities on behalf of his foreign princi-
pal or principals. It is sufficient if you find that he engaged in the
activities, whether on behalf of his foreign principal or principals or
on his own behalf."

From the judgment of conviction, Viereck appealed to the Court
f Appeals for the District of Columbia, which affirmed the conviction
(130 F. 2d 945). On March 1, 1943, the judgment was reversed by the
United States Supreme Court. The Court held that the statute under
which Viereck had been indicted did not include, in the enumeration of
information to be given, any statement of his activities on his own be-
half, and, consequently, the jury had been erroneously charged that it
was not necessary to find that Viereck's activities were engaged in on
behalf of a foreign principal or principals in order to find him guilty
(318 U. S. 236).

Viereck was re-indicted on March 23, 1943, for violation of the
Foreign Agents Registration Act. The indictment, in six counts, charged
him with having failed to disclose (1) that one of his foreign princi-
pals was the German Foreign Office, (2) certain political activities on
behalf of his disclosed principals, and (3) that he financed, directed
and o strolled Flanders Hall, Inc.

The evidence showed that Viereck failed to disclose that he acted
as political adviser and public-relations counsel to the German foreign
Office, and that, as such agent, he received pay from the German Cons*
late in New York; that he failed to disclose that he sent weekly reports
t the German Foreign Office; that he failed to disclose that, as such
agent, he had subsidized Flanders Hall, Inc., in the publication and
distribution of a series of anti-British and isolationist books; that
he failed to disclose that, as such agent, he had been chief financial
o ntributor to several committees engaged in isolationist propaganda and
had us d Congressional franking privileges for the dissemination of such
propaganda.

Viereck was convicted on all six counts of this indictment and
sentenced to E to 10 months' imprisonment on each count, the terms of
imprisonment to run consecutively. The Court of Appeals for the Distriet
of C lumbia affirmed the conviction (139 F. Ed 847), and th Supreme
Court Beni d o rti rani (321 U. S. 794).

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United States v. Laura Ingalls

(District of Columbia)

On December 23, 1941, Ingalls was indicted for failure -to register
as an agent of the German Government, in violation of the Foreign Ag me
Registration Act. She pleaded not guilty, was tried and convicted, and
on February 20, 1942 was sentenced to serve . 8 to 24 months' imprison-
ment. The evidence showed that Baron von Gienanth, Second Secretary f
the German labasay, had agreed to pay Ingalls $300 per month t1 make
speeches for the purpose of influencing American public opinion on b -
half of Germany, end had paid her $500 up to the date of her arrest.

United 	tes v. Ralph Townsend, et al.

(District of Columbia)

Townsend, David W. Ryder, Frederick V. Williams, American citiz no,
and Teuton!. Obana, K. Takahashi, and S. Takeuchi, Japanese nationals,
were indicted on January 28, 1942, for violation of the Foreign Agents
Registration Act and for conspiring to violate that Act. The indict-
ment charged that Takahashi, Takeuchi and other Japanese nationals had
organized "Jikyoku Iinkai" (Japanese Committee on Trade and Information)
in San Francisco for the purpose of disseminating pro-Japanese propa-
ganda; that Obana had served as Secretary of this Committee until its
dissolution in August, 1940; that he made false statements in regis-
tration statements filed by him on behalf of the Committee; and that
he had failed to disclose that the Committee had meted as an agent f
the Japanese Go ernment and had received in excess. of $173,000 from the
Japanese Consulate. The indictment further charged that Williams fail d
to disclose activities on behalf of the Japanese Government in regis-
tration statements which he filed as agent for the Japan Times and 
Mail; and that Townsend and Ryder failed to register, although acting

publicity agents and public-relations counsel for the Committee.

Townsend pleaded guilty on the substantive count and was sent n d
to 8 menthe to 2 years' imprisonment; the conspiracy count against him
was dismissed. Obana pleaded guilty and was sentenced to 2 to 6 months'
imprisonment. Williams and Ryder pleaded not guilty, and, after trial,
were convicted and sentenced to 16 months' to 4 years' imprisonment.
Takahashi and Takeuchi were repatriated.
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Case No. A-13 .

United States v. Glicherie Morena et al.

(Eastern District of Michigan)

Moraru, Stefan Opreanu, and George Zamfir were indicted on Nove-
ber 19, 1942, for violation of the Foreign Agents Registration Act and
the Notification Act. The indictment, in four counts, charged them "
with having failed to register as agents of King Carol of Romania; with
having failed to label and file copies of propaganda material they dis-
seminated; and with having acted as agents of a foreign government
without prior notification to the Secretary of State.

In connection with an allegation in the indictment that the defend-
ants had issued propaganda advocating that Carol be recognized as the
lead r of the Romanian nation, end that he be admitted into the United
States, it appeared that Moraru was the founder and leader of the "Free
Romanian Movement* and publisher of its two official periodicals, Glasul
Ramanesc, a weekly newspaper, and The Free Romanian, a monthly magazine;
Opreanu was editor of The Free Romanian, and Zamfir was editor of Gle*ul
Roman so.

The defendants originally pleaded not guilty. On Auguit 26, 1944,
th y withdrew their plea of not guilty and substituted a plea of nolo coot
tend r  to the first count of the indictment; the remaining three counts
were dismissed. On September 18, 1944, however, they filed an applica-
tion to substitute a plea of not guilty for that of nob. contendere. J

Case No. A-14

United States v. John Eoghan Kelly

(District of Columbia)

Kelly was indicted on March 1, 1943, for violation of the Foreign
Agents Registration Act on the charge of having failed to register as
agent f the Spanish Library of Information. Kelly pleaded not guilty, .
and after trial was convicted and fined $500. Motions to set aside the
verdict and for a new trial were denied. (51 F. Sapp. 36v).

/ Although all three defendants had engaged in these activities for
more than two years, they had failed to comply with the Foreign
Agents Registration Act or the Notification Act in any respect until
November 4, 1942, when Moraru filed a registration statement with
the Department of Justice.

J The application was denied, and on January 8, 1945, Morena was sen-
t nc d to 5 y are' imprisonment and a fin f $3,000; Opreanu to 4
y are' imprisonment and a fine of $2,000; and Zamfir t 2 years'
imprisonment and a fin f:$500.
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The evidence showed that, from 1937 on, Kelly had acted as ¡ agent
and propagandist for the Peninsular News Service, Inc., the propaganda
rgan in the United States or the Franco faction during the Spanish

Civil War, and its successor, the Spanish Library of Information.
These agencies paid Kelly for numerous speeches he made about the
country endeavoring to popularize General Franco. From April 1940 t
December 1942, be regularay wrote articles for the magazine Spain, th
official propaganda organ in the United States of the Spanish Govern-
ment.

The indictment, in four counts, charged that
from on or about August 1, 1941 to Mey 31, 1942, he acted as a public
relations counsel, publicity agent, agent and representative in the
United States for the Republic of Finland; that he acted, from August 1,
1941, to Zenuary 31, 1942, in a similar capacity for the Kingdom f Sue-
dew; and that he acted, from February 1, 1942, to October 15, 1942, in
a similar capacity for the Swedish Industries Fund, Inc., an organiza-
tion in New York City subsidized by various business concerns in Sweden.

Wingo had registered with the State Department under the Foreign
Agents Registration Act on July 9, 1940, as agent of the Finnish Gov-
meant, but later submitted an affidavit that he had terminated his
agency as of July 31, 1941,V

Thereafter, it was alleged, Wingo continued to• • furnish Weimar
Preeope, the Finnish Minister to the United States, and Colonel Per
Zilliaous, Finnish Military Attache, with news items, digests of of-
ficial United States Government releases and analyses of newspaper
and public opinion; be also advised on the issuance of press releases
and official statements by the Finnish Government which disseminated
information designed to influence and mold American opinion in favor
f Finland; and he arranged meetings between Finnish representativ e
in this country and members of the press and radio. It was also alleged

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that, at a later date, Wingo had acted in behalf of the Swedish Legation
and the Swedish Industries Fund, Inc.

On April 21, 1943, Wingo entered a plea of nolo contenders, was
convicted, and was fined $500.

United States v. Domenico Trombetta

(District of Columbia)

Trombetta was indicted on May 24, 1943 for violation of the Foreign
Agents Registration Aet. The indictment charged that, for compensation
received from the Italian Government, he published pro-Fascist props
Banda in his newspaper for the purpose of influencing American public
opinion in matters pertaining to political affairs, public relations, and
the domestic and foreign policies of the United States. On September 4,
1943, Trombetta entered a plea of molo contenders, was convicted, was
given a suspended sentence of 8 months• to 2 years' imprisonment, and was
plat d on probation.

Trombetta, a native of Italy, arrived in the United States in 1905
and became a- citizen in 1924. In 1923 he began publication of a pro-
Paseist weekly entitled Il Grido della Stirpe in New York City. Until
late in 1938 the newspaper bore the legend "Organ of Fascist Propaganda"
and thereafter, and until it ceased publication on December 13, 1941,
th legend ',Weekly, in Defense of Everything Italian in America.° Prom-
betta's naturalization was set aside in 1942; he has since been interned
as an enemy alien.

United States v. Carl Guenther Orgell 

(District of Columbia)

Orgell was indicted on June 30, 1943, for violation of the Foreign
Agents Registration Act. The indictment charged that, although he was
a registrant under the Foreign Agents Registration Act, he had failed to
disclose his agency relationship, existing from January 1, 1935 to Ynly
1941, with the German Foreign Office and the Foreign Organization of th
Nazi Party. The indictment also charged that he misrepresented the na-
ture of the business of the Volkebund fuer das Deutsohtum im Ausland
(VDA), his designated foreign principal, in that he described his foreign
principal as a private membership society engaged in strictly private
cultural activities, while it was in reality a propaganda agency of th
German Gov rnment and h Nazi Party,

On Novemb r 13, 1944, th d f ndant pl aded n lo contend re. He
has not y t be n sentenc d.

United States v. German-American Vocational League, Inc., et al.

(District of New Jersey)

On October 5, 1943, the German-American Vocational League, Inc.,
its subsidiary, DAB Recreational Resort, Inc., and 27 of its memb re
were indicted for conspiring to violate both the Foreign Agents Regis-
tration Act and the Notification Act. The indictment alleged that the
League, which maintained chapters in New York, Newark, Philadelphia,
Rochester, Detroit, Chicago, Milwaukee, St. Louis, Kansas City, Los
Angeles, San Francisco, and Seattle, was originally a branch of th
German Commercial League of Hamburg; that in 1934 the German Commercial
League and all its branches were, by decree, incorporated into the Ger-
man Labor Front; and that in 1936 the name of the American branch was
changed to German-American Vocational League, Inc. It was alleged that
the League then entered into a formal agreement with the Labor Front,
wherein certain reciprocal benefits were exchanged, and a portion of
the membership dues paid the League was remitted to the Labor Front in
Germany. The indictment further alleged that, through its connection
with the Labor Front, the League also had official connections with th
Nazi Youth Organization, the German Ministry for Public Enlightenment
and Propaganda, the German Authority for Tourism and the German Rail-
roads Information Office, all agencies for the dissemination of German
propaganda, and also with the "Volksbund fuer das Deutschtum im Ausland"
(VDA), which sought to exercise political control over Germans residing
abroad.

The indictment specified that the League carried out its program
by (1) publishing papers in praise of National Socialism and urging its
readers to help keep America out of war, for the purpose of deluding the
American people until such time as any help they might render to Ger-
many's enemies would come too late; (2) distributing large amounts of
propaganda in the form of literature, motion pictures, and lectures;
(3) recruiting skilled workers of German descent to return to Germany
and giving them financial assistance to do so; (4) assisting in financing
the sending of certain individuals to schools in Germany to be train d
in National Socialist tactics; (5) communicating in code with, and r -
ceiving instructions from, its headquarters in Germany; (6) setting up
and equipping, with the assistance of $13,000 from the German Labor
Front, Camp Bergwald at Pompton Lakes, N. J., for use in disseminating
propaganda, in educating persons in National Socialism, in developing
its youth organization, and as an attraction for new members; (7) con-
cealing its true character as an agent of the German Government by mas-
querading as a fraternal and recreational society; and (8) raising money
for the use of the German Government.
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When the case came to trial, the count charging conspiracy to
violate the Notification Act was dismissed, and the cases of eight de-
fendants, three of whom were in Germany at the time, were severed. 1
Of the remainder who went to trial, 9 defendants, including both organi-
zations,were convicted of conspiracy to violate the Foreign Agents
Registration Act, 	 verdicts of not guilty were directed as to 4 de-
fendants, y 5 defendants were acquitted by the jury, V and the jury
was unable to reach a verdict on 3 defendants. J An appeal by those
convicted is now pending.

It was further alleged that Buerk did
investigative work and rendered other services to the German Govern-
ment in the United States.

A demurrer to the indictment was overruled (38 F. Supp. 409).

H entered a plea of not guilty and was released on bond. Subsequently,
h was permitted to return to the Soviet Union without standing trial,
on condition that he never return to the United States.

United States v. Gaetano Nanni

(Eastern District of Louisiana)

Nanni, employed as port captain by the Italian Line in New Orleans,
was indicted on June 17, 1911, charged with having acted as agent of
the Italian Government from March 1, 19141 to June 5, 1941, without
prior notification to the Secretary of State. The indictment alleged
that Nanni had assisted in the sabotage of certain vessels in the
harbor of Jacksonville, Florida, and that he represented the Italian
Sabassy in providing legal and material aid to Italian seamen im-
prisoned on charges of sabotage.

Nanni was interned as an enemy alien upon the outbreak of war, and
subsequently was repatriated without having been brought to trial.

United States v. Hermann Lang, et al. 

(Eastern District of New York)

Lang and 32 others 	 were indicted on June 28, 1941, charged
with having acted as agents of the German Government without prior
notification to the Secretary of State, in violation of the Notifica-
tion Act, and with having conspired to transmit information affecting
the national defense to Germany, in violation of the Espionage Act of
1911.

Nine defendants phaded guilty to the substantive count, three to
the conspiracy count, a a seven to both counts. Fourteen others stood
trial on both counts and were convicted. On January 2, 1912, the de-
fendants were sentenced to terms of imprisonment varying from one to
18 years, and were fined a total of $18,000.

The Government's chief witness in the case was one William Sebold,
a German-born American. While visiting his mother in Germany in 1939,
he agreed to become a Nazi agent after being threatened with death by
the Gestapo. When Sebold returned to the United States, he related his
experiences to the Federal Bureau of L.aestigation and, under the
Bureau's supervision, opened an office in New York ostensibly to carry
out his mission as a Nasi agent. The defendants brought him their re-
ports and material for transmission to Germany. These reports were
turned over to the FBI. Sebold received money from Germany destined
for the use of the Nazi agents in the Thited States, and elaborate plans
were disclosed to him for widespread sabotage in the United States.

The indictment charged him (1) with having acted as an agent of the
Japanese Government from March 1, 1939, to December 8, 1942, without
prior notification to the Secretary of State, and (2) with having had
pose ssion of, and control over, property and papers intended for use
in violating the penal statutes of the United States in aid of a for-
ign government. It was also alleged that Ito had made a number of
speeches on behalf of the Japanese Government and had attended various
m tinge of Chinese and American organizations for the purpose of ob-
taining information for the Japanese Government. On February 26, 1942,
a new indictment was returned against Ito on the same charges, and the
first indictment was dismissed. Ito pleaded not guilty. He was tried
before a jury and, on April 1, 1942, was acquitted.

Viola Bodenschatz, her husband George, and Margarete Gaertner wer
indicted on March 5, 1942, for violation of the Notification Act and
for conspiring to violate that Act. The indictment charged them with
being propaganda agents of the German Government without prior notifi-
cation to the Secretary of State. On April 17, 1942, Mrs. Bod nschats
and her husband pleaded guilty to the indictment, and each was sen-
tenced to 5 years' imprisonment and fined $3,000. Gaertner is a
fugitive from justice.
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The Bodenschatzes w r . resid nts of Louisvill , Ky. Bodenschatz,
a naturalized citizen, is a brother of the German Lt. Gen. Karl Boden-
schatz, aide to Reichsmarschall Goering. Mrs. Bodenschatz is the
author of several pro-Nazi booklets, among them New Germany, The Saar,
Test rday, Today and Tomorrow, Mournful Memel, New Ge	 Rehabilitates,
and Stepchildren of Czechoslovakia, published between 19 3 and 1939.
Many Erthese booklets, the publication costa of which were borne by
Bodenschatz, were sent to German consulates and other German agencies
for distribution. In addition, Mrs. Bodenschatz made numerous pro-Nazi
spe ch s and radio addresses.

The Bodenschatzes spent part of each year in Germany, where they
came into contact with numerous Nazi Party officials, among them
Ga rtner, who was connected with the Werberat der Deutachen Wirtschaft,
a German propaganda agency. Gaertner came to the United States and
collaborated with Mrs. Bodenschatz in her propaganda activities.

Among other things it was alleged that,
between, December 16, 19141 and September- 30, 1944, Krepper, as agent
for the German Government and without notification to the Secretary of
State, took up residence in the United States and, with American
currency supplied by Germans, harbored and gave refuge to such persons
as were accredited to ,him by representatives of the German Government;
that he communicated with the German Government during that period,
and that he continuously received a regular salary from the German
Government, which was paid to his wife in Germany. Krepper plead d
not guilty; the date of his trial has not yet been set. -
