1) Quebec Government

Several officials of the Quebec Government visited New York office during the
six month period covered by the report.

Representatives of Department of Finances and the Quebec Hydroelectric Commis-
sion, officials from the Department of Municipal Affairs and representatives
from the Urban Communities of Montreal and Quebec travelled to New York concer-
ning offerings of bonds on the US Market.

The Delegate General attended to different official representative functions
in New York and Washington.

2) Department of Intergovernmental Affairs

The promotion of our collection of books from Quebec was one of our objective
during the past six months. To that aim, a portion of the books received in
duplicate (approximately 200 books) were forwarded to our Lafayette, Louisiana
office. These books are available on a loan basis to colleges and universities
and other organizations of the area.

This office was also instrumental in furnishing our Lafayette office with
Quebec film (La Place Royale & Québec) which was shown on the occasion of a
film festival on October 25th,.

On October 19, a festival to promote modernlanguages in the United States was
held at the Department of Modern Languages of Fordham University, Bronx N. Y.
From our book collection, Fordham University chose to display our selection
of books published by the University of Montreal during this function. They
also borrowed the film "La Place Royale" which has been shown during that festival,

On a few occasions, we loaned up to twenty books to teachers or students working
on thesis or doing other research work involving Quebec as a topic. This initia-
tive has proved quite satisfactory in that, with the exception of one publication,
all books were returned.

The Information Section is responsible for a review of the American Press
for the benefit of our headquarters in Quebec as well as the staff of this
office. During the past six months, thirty-three issues of the Press Review
were prepared,

The Information Section, responsible for the central filing system, has done

a complete scanning, re-distributing and over-hauling of the files with a view
to improving the system. We have also kept an up-to-date tab on the purchase

of books and subscription to newspapers, magazines, periodicals etc... necessary
to theoperation of this office, o

We have acquired twenty-one new books for our library. The books range in
subjects such as economics, political affairs, constitutional problems, business
and finance, sociology, etc... A new selection of fifty records of Quebec music
and songs performed by Quebec artists has also been added to our library.

A groupe of high school students from Roger Ludlow High School, Faifield, Comn.,
visited us in October with a view to familiarizing themselves with the province
of Quebec prior to their proposed trip in February 1974. The group escorted

by Professor Desilets consisted of about thirty-five students. They were shown
a touristic film on Quebec. Questions were answered by a member of our staff
and students were given promotional material on the Province of Quebec.

This Section has been instrumental in obtaining information of the most varied
nature for private individuals and representatives from our Government in Quebec.
The organizations approached included agencies of the American Government at
the federal, state and city levels. Organizations such as the United Nations
were also helpful in furnishing information required from our own Government.

We have found the services of the New York Public Library most courteous and
efficient during the several hours of research work spent at their Fifth Avenue
and 42nd Street Branch.

Inquiries have been received at a rate of approximately 150 per month. These
include mail and telephone inquiries as well as visitors. The subjects covered
are as follows: '

- job opportunities, especially in the teaching profession,

- immigration to Quebec, :

- verification of existence and/or rating of Quebec companies,

- requests for listings of manufacturing establishments,

- laws pertaining to the civil code, the highway code and
statutes of Quebec in general,

- tax regulations and Quebec tax forms,

- culture and education in general,

- purchase of land and other investments in Quebec,

- adoption of children, health insurance, etc...

The director of the Quebec Government Bureau in Boston was part of a New England
delegation that met in Washington with several representatives of Louisiana
sponsoring a luncheon and a meeting of senators, congressmen, heads of departments
in order to increase the teaching of French in certain parts of the United States,
This meeting was well covered by the French network of the Canadian Broadcasting
Corporation and also by the major US media of information.

This office was also very active in the organization of CODOFINE (Council for
the Development of French in New England). Several meetings have been held up
to now, and this Council is doing a great job in promoting the French culture
in the six New England states.

For the last two to three years, the director of the Boston office has been
working in close relation with the executive director of the New England
Governors' Conference in order to organize a meeting between the six Governors
of the New England States and the five Premiers of the Maritime Provinces and
Newfoundland and the Prime Minister of Quebec. A first Conference was held in
Brudenell, P.E.I. on August 16th and 17th which was attended by both the Prime
Minister and the Vice Prime Minister of Québec. Two major committees were set
up on energy and transportation, and the first meeting of the Committee on
Transportation was held in Boston on November 14th.

J. M. Tremblay was the official Quebec representative at the Gateway Cargo
Conference held in Bangor, Maine on September 19th and 20th, and it appears
that the new orientation in the use of the huge Bangor Airport could influence
considerably the traffic at the Montreal, Boston and New York airports.

The Boston office has put a great effort on the introduction of French television
in New England and now a Lewiston based company has an agreement with the
CHLT-TV station in Sherbrooke and relays all its programs on cable. The

- network will be extended to several other cablevision companies and we hope to
be able to cover all of New England within five years.

The director of the Boston office also represented Quebec at the 49th Annual
Conference of the New England Council held in Boston on November 11th, and was
a guest of honour at the annual convention of the Fédération Féminine Franco-
Amgricaine (1,500 members) held in Québec City in October,

The Boston office was also very active in the organization of a book and audio-
visuel material display during the annual convention of the American Council
of the Teaching of Foreign Languages held in Boston from November 20th to 27th.
Our famous French-Canadian artist Claude Léveillée was the main attraction at
the annual banquet on Friday night, November 23rd, and four appearances on TV
and radio stations were set up for him,

We also answered 30 to 40 enquiries per month, covering a wide range of subjects
such as education (namely schlarships, student exchanges and visits, textbooks),
cultural affairs, taxation, living conditions, immigration, matters pertaining
to the civil code, social welfare and health insurance, Purchase of land and

farms, etc...

We have contacted several US firms in order to carry out discussions and
negociations for possible investments in Quebec. We were not too successful,
but we still have on file four good leads, and we hope they will materlalzze
in 1974, We are also confident that the Fantus blitz bring good results in
‘spite of all the crises affecting our actual country of adoption.

The director and economic counsellor of the Boston office attended a meeting
in New York City on August 1st, 2nd and 3rd where the Fantus operation and
other matters of great interest concerning industrial promotion were discussed
in great depth,

A five-year contract was finalized between a Boston firm and a Montreal firm
for the fabrication under license of a machine that will be distributed around
the world.

In December, we organized a meeting between a representative of the Economic
Development of the Montreal Urban Community and local representatives of the
international departments of the major banks, trust companies and industrial
promotion organizations, in order to sell these people the multiple advantages
Montreal can offer their clients interested in setting up plants outside of
the United States.

The Boston office assisted 82 Qucbec manufacturers in making contact with
buyers, distributors and agents located in the New England states. Over 35
Quebec companies and producers were represented at the 8 shows and exhibitions
in which we were involved, and this does not include the New England Lumber
Mission which some 20 Quebec lumber producers attended, meeting with US buyers
from all over the United States.

We also organized missions of US buyers to Quebec, and were able to send
approximately 25 of them on these buying trips,

Although we do not possess the final figures for the second half of the year
1973, the figures show an increase of § 48,000,000 in the Quebec exports to
New England for the first six months of the year 1973 over 1972. Percentagewise
it is 34.3 % and the per capita sales climbed to $ 15.80 in 1973 in comparison
to § 11.80 for the same period in 1972, At the same time, the total increase

of Quebec exports to the United States market was $ 110,777,692 and we can see
that the New England's increase represents 43 % of the total with only 6 % of
the population,

.

A tourist counsellor was hired in May, and after a month of familiarization in
Quebec, he reported to the Boston office on June 15th, and was assigned to cover
the six New England states, the Washington, D. C. area, and the states of Georgia,
Florida, North and South Carolina, Western Virginia and Virginia, Maryland and
Delaware. At the beginning, most of his time was devoted to getting acquainted
with travel agents., ski writers, outdoor writers, executive directors of various
* mnational organizations holding annual conventions, and other representatives

of the information media., Up to now Quebec got very good free publicity in
several sports magazines and newspapers after sending their outdoor writers to

la Belle Province: eighteen of them went on a fishing safari to St-Jovite in
September. Two others visited our camping facilities in our Provincial Parks.

A familiarization tour of Quebec was also organized for the Eastern Airlines
vacation plamners, Air Canada and Delta Airlines sales representatives and
Amtrak tour coordinators. A film, color slides and still photos were also the
result of a Boston based promotion for the famous Mistassini Park, and these

are currently being shown to Fishing and Hunting Clubs throught New England.

This office had an active participation in the Quebec Ski Nights and the Ski
CGOT seminars held in Boston, Atlanta and Washington. These promotions are
_geared to the presidents and trip planners of the ski clubs of various areas

in order to increase business of groups to our ski areas.

A great deal of time was also spent on meeting with various organizations
interested in organizing group student trips to the Province of Quebec,

and in particular to Quebec City and Montreal. On such a trip to Quebec, these
students find a vast storehouse for a vitalized, practical, total immersion
type of the French language, the whole at a very low cost. We even arranged

a trip to give performances in the City of Montreal by the Showstoppers of
Lowell, a group of 120 people.

This office also sponsored a trip to Quebec for the noted author Frederick
Pratson who wrote two books (A Guide to Atlantic Canada and A Guide to Montreal
and Quebec) and who depended considerably on our help and assistance for
factual materials.

A second Economic Counsellor joined the staff of the Quebec Government Office

in Chicago, enabling us to expand our activities and contacts with potential
investors in the Province of Quebec. A major electronics manufacturer with whom
we have been working closely, announced plans to build a pilot plant in St-Laurent
which will employ 100 persons initially. The office also cooperated actively with
12 companies which are seriously considering establishing plants in Quebec, as
well as with 3 firms contemplating investments in the commercial sector. We have
also maintained contact with some 10 compa nies which have a long-range interest
in Canada. The Economic Counsellors made three trips to states covered by the
office, contacting some 60 companies and making presentations to 30. Over 200
industrial promotion letters werc addressed to Midwest companies in order to
acquaint them with the incentives and other advantages offered by the Province
of Quebec,

The Commercial Counsellor helped organize and coordinate a Plastics Mission in
November. This Mission, the first of its kind in the US, was a technological
mission which brought seven Quebec plastics manufacturers to Chicago as observers
at the National Plastics Exhibition § Conference and helped them contact American
companies with which they could negociate manufacturing and marketing agreements.
The office also organized a reception which introduced the Quebec participants

in the N.O.P.A. Show to some 250 buyers and agents in the field of contract
furniture. We also helped publicize the participation of Quebec manufacturers in the
E.M.S. Show. The office provided assistance to 18 Quebec companies secking to
penctrate the Midwest market and to two Quebec firms looking for sources of supply
in the US. The Commercial Counsellor also worked with nine American companies
interested in some form of association with Canadian firms, two of which concluded
agreements with Quebec manufacturers. ‘

Department of Tourism, Fish & Game

The new Tourist Counsellor took up his post in September and represented the office
at wine and cheese tastings organized by the Quebec Department of Tourism in
conjunction with ski shows held in Chicago, Detroit and Cleveland. In collaboration
with the Canadian Government Travel Bureau and Air France, the office helped organize
a 4-day trip to Montreal and Quebec for 26 Midwest travel agents to acquaint them
with the various tourist attractions in Quebec. A similar project being planned

with Air Canada will bring 15 travel agents to Quebec to visit the Pro vince's four

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major ski regions, The Tourist Counsellor contacted some 20 professional associa-
tions in order to interest them in holding conventions in Quebec. The office also
handled over 400 requests for information received from travel agents, journalists,
students, and individuals interested in visiting Quebec.
