Terms of Engagement

With the help of God, on this day, the 8" of Shawal, 1420 H (January 15, 2000 AD), this
agreement (“the Agreement”) was entered into between and among;:

1- The Ministry of Commerce, represented in the Agreement by his Highness the Minister of
Commerce (referred to herein as “the Ministry”), as the first party and,

2- The law firm of Akin, Gump, Strauss, Hauer and Feld, L.L.P., as represented in the
Agreement by Dr. Abdulaziz Bin Hamd Al-Fahd (referred to herein as “the Firm”), pursuant

to the delegation of powers annexed, as the second party.

Preamble

Due to the Ministry’s need for legal counseling by a specialized firm for its negotiations aimed at
the accession of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia to the World Trade Organization (WTO), the
Ministry had solicited bids from a number of law firms including the Firm pursuant to the letter

referenced 461/47 dated November 1, 1999.

Whereas the Firm presented its bid on October 7, 1999, several of the Firm’s attorneys visited
the Kingdom and met with the Ministerial team in charge of evaluating the bids;

Whereas the group charged with the evaluation of the bids concluded the necessity of seeking the
support of the Firm to provide legal services in connection with the aforementioned negotiations.

Whereas the Firm has agreed to provide the legal services requested;

Each of the aforementioned lawyers shall provide the first 25 hours of service free of
charge (or the equivalent of 150 hours in total/for all)

The Firm shall assign other attorneys to work on the project pursuant to the request and
approval of the Ministry in order to perform the work involved at the highest professional
standards. This includes requesting the assistance of experts in Islamic law.

Whereas the Washington D.C. office and its representations around the world have a large
number of attorneys with expertise in the World Trade Organization and related matters, this
expertise may be used in the performance and execution of the services sought. Current
billing rates for the “other attorneys” who will be selected to work on the project range as
follows:

Counsel (Senior Associates) $250/hour - $325/hour
Junior Associates $135/hour- $200/hour
Legal Assistant $85/hour - $110/hour

The Firm shall perform the work within the specific period at the highest standards of
professionalism, whereby the professional services rendered and related services costs do not
exceed 200,000 Riyal per month. Should the Firm deem it necessary to exceed this amount,
it must receive prior written approval from the Ministry.

The Ministry shall compensate the firm for incidental costs and expenses incurred. This
includes the cost of airfares, priority mail services (such as DHL), photocopying, faxes and
telephone calls (excluding local calls). The Ministry shall not be responsible for
compensation related to secretarial overtime. The following guidelines apply with respect to
these expenses:

a) The Ministry shail pay a lump sum of $US 400 in exchange for assigning an attorney
from the firm to the Ministry. The amount includes housing, living and transportation
expenses.

b) The Firm’s lawyers shall trave! business class.

c¢) All air travel must be undertaken on Saudi Arabian Airlines or through its agents abroad
whenever possible.

10- Monthly bills and expenses shall be sent to the Ministry. The Firm’s bills shall be paid

within 90 days from the date the bills are submitted to the Ministry according to the terms of
the Agreement.

11- The Firm undertakes to provide training free of charge for at least three individuals

designated by the Ministry annually in its Washington D.C. or Riyadh offices. The Ministry
shall incur its candidates’ travel, living and other expenses. The Firm’s obligation is limited
to providing training opportunities in either its Riyadh or its Washington offices, depending

on the Ministry’s decision.
