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The production of oilseeds in Italy 
amounted to 2,403,000 MT. in 2014. 
Oilseeds such as soybeans, sunflower 
seed, cottonseed and groundnuts are 
imported and some are crushed in Italy 
as shown; in Table 1. In 2014, Italy 
produced about 278,000 tonnes of oils 
and fats, comprising mainly olive oil 
(437,000 tonnes), soybean oil (278,000 
tonnes), lard (182,000 MT) and sunflower 
oil (135, 000 tonnes). This is reflected in 
Chart 1. 

Italy is a net importer of oils and fats. 
Total imports of oils and fats in 2014 was 
recorded at 3,317,000 MT, an increase 
from 2013's figure of 2,552,000 MT. As

demonstrated in Chart 2, palm oil is the 
major imported vegetable oil, accounting 
for 60% of total imports in 2014. Other 
major imported oils and fats include olive 
oil (666,000 MT), sunflower oil (381,000 
MT), rapeseed oil (165.000 MT) as well 
as tallow and grease (68,000 MT). Palm 
oil is favoured and widely used in the 
energy sector in Italy. 

Italy also exported some of its locally 
produced oils and fats* with total exports 
in 2014 amounted to 632,000 MT from 
625,000 MT exported in 2013. The most 
exported vegetable oil is olive oil
