all steps necessary to preserve such privileges, including keeping materiaJs confidentiaj 
as set out in this letter, 

2. T^conlracAisefie^ During foe p«rfod of this 
agreement, Harbour Groap will work under the direction of Pillsbury and in consultation 
wrEh GOG to provide actional seMces; increase general support to Georgia wfifmi 
political and civil leadership in US; increase media coverage with a focus on foreign 
policy and political media outlets; produce and place media materials for publication; 
fulfill other relevant tasks assigned by GOG. 

3. In consideralionfor the above described services, jtohour Group shall be paid a monthly 
fee of $20,000. GOG shall be solely reqpprtBjtUe for the payments to Harbour Group, 
though invoices will be directed through Pillsbury so that they may be reviewed by 
i^bury prior to payment by GOG, Pillsbury will not transfer rmyment to Harbour 
Group mini the fimds are received from the GOG, Harbour Group will issue invoices to 
Salisbury by the 15* day of eaoh mpn&, for rnc^ononimai sanie month's invoice ftora 
Pillsbury to GOG. Pillsbury will transfer fluids to Harbour Group wttHn 15 days of 
receivuig payment for each respective month, from GOG. 

4. Harbour Group will be entitled to bill to GOG all reasonable out-of-pocket expenses for 
items suck as postage, delivery, and travel, separately, each month, but must obtain 
approval from PJHsbury forany exrjeaise over $500. 
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5. Harbour Group represents mat there is and will be no conflict of interest between its 
performance under mis agreement and its engagement by others. 

6. Harbour Group will comply wim all requirement 
in carrying out its work under mis Agreement, including registering its activities with the 
U.S. Department of Justice. 

7. Harbour Group agrees that it will keep confidential and not release any information or 
documents transmitted to it ptrauant to this engagement to any person without prior 
written .aMft̂ Zfttkm'fit«m Pifibuty or unless req̂ &ed to do so by law. In the event 
Harbour Group receives any court order, notice to produce documents, subpoenas or 
other compulsoiy process quiring it to disclose such huTorrnation, Harbour Group will 
promptly notify Pillsbury so that it may have an opportunity to protect the interests of 
GOG in maintaining the cor̂ dentiality of the materials, and to take other steps 
roasonably necessary to preserve GOG's or PUUsbury's rights. 

8. All notices, requests, demands, and other eomrnnntoadprtf̂  which are reqtr&ed or may be 
given under this Agreement shall be in wntiing and shall be deemed to have duly been 
given If delivered personally or mailed, first class mail, postage prepaid, retain receipt 
re$aested, or by any other express delivery technique calling for receipted delivery, as 
follows;

In the event of termination of Pillsbury's prime' contract with foe 
Government of Georgia, this crjntract will term Urmfoe tenriination 
of this Agiroment, this Agreement shall cease to have any further effect (except as 
pertains to thê  provisions of this Agreement which specifucalry survive its teamfoatloh). 

13 . Harbour Group agrees that at the conclusion of its ertgagemenl on foe matters described 
hereon, it will deliver to P&bury all documents and materials that were provided to itand 
any materials prepared by it in connection with its work on foe matters described herein. 
Alternatively, Harbour Group may destroy all such documents and materials at the. 
ooncMbDn of the wmtract if auftorfeed by P^buty in advance, and if Harbour Group 
provides written confhmation of their destruction. 

14. Harbour Group shall indemnify* protect, defend and hold harmless Pillsbury, its affiliatos, 
members, employees, volunteers, consultants, agents and contractors (collectively, 
"jr̂ eraritees") from and against any arid all ĥ biUty, claims, suits, demands, damages, 
juagraBfift, costs, fines, penalties, interest and expenses (tnrkudmg reasonable counsel 
and other professional foes and disbursements incurred in any action or proceeding), to
