The new list of 169 people ‘blacklisted’ by
the Indian government, released last
month . by Indian Home Minister P
Chidambaram, has ruffled feathers in the
United States. :

“India blacklisted 169 people and
removed 140; my name was one of them
(the blacklisted). 1 do not know why they
have blacklisted me,” Gurmeet Singh
Aulakh, president, Council of Khalistan,
told India Abroad from Washington, DC.

He acknowleged he had spoken against
the Indian government. “Freedom (of
speech) is everybody’s birthright,” Aulakh
said. S

Aulakh, 73, learned about his name being
on the blacklist after The Tribune newspa-
per published the list May 12.

“I¥s. a conspiracy by the Indian govern-
ment, they want to kill.our struggle]” said
Aulakh, who was ‘appoitited’ ‘president’ of
Khalistan — the separate country Sikh mil-
itants wanted India’s Punjab state to
become. “Today, India has occupied
Khalistan,” said Aulakh, claiming that
Punjab had declared ‘independence’ from
India October 7, 1987.

“They never sent me a notice that I am
blacklisted,” he added. .

Aulakh migrated to the United Kingdom
from India in 1965 — long before the Sikh
militancy began in the early 1980s — later
came to the US, and worked with the feder-
aligovernment. A

“This (blacklisting) will not make any dif-
ferenice to-the movement to‘free Klialistan,”
Aulakh said. “I will be happy to. go to
Punjab to hoist the flag of a sovereign,
independent Khalistan. Only in a free
Khalistan will the Sikh:nation prosper and
get justice” . . - .

“But” he continued, “there should not be
such a list. How-is it that a democracy
maintains a list barring peaceful activists
from the country? We have paid a huge
price to be free. We foughtback and did not
submit ourselves: We.are not going to sub-
mit ourselves even now.”. -

Indid, he claimed, .“is destined to. fall
apart soon. India is a muitinational state
thrown together by British colonialists for
their -administrative “convenience. The
break-up of India is.inevitable.”

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NAMES OF TOP SIKH MILITANTS DELETED FROM BLACKLIST
Prabhjot Singh/TNS
Chandigarh, May 13, 2011A

Top idealogues of the Khalistan movement in Punjab in the eighties are among 117 persons taken off the
blacklist of the Union Home Ministry. Among them are Ganga Singh Dhillon, Ripudaman Singh Malik
and Inderjit Singh Reyat, who stood trial in the Kanishka blast case, and president of the International
Sikh Students Federation, Satinder Pal Singh Gill.

Others to benefit from the review is the family of top Babbar leader Talwinder Singh Parmar besides
several militant leaders like Satnam Singh Babbar, Daya Singh, Ranjit Singh, alias Neeta, Lakhbir Singh
Rode, and Mehal Singh, alias Atma, alias Bhai alias Bhatt, alias Jat. The Tribune has the complete list of
142 names that have been deleted from the blacklist. These include 25 names that were deleted in
November last.

Interestingly,the names of Paramjit Singh Panjwar, alias Pamma, alias Pinderjit, and Wadhawa Singh
Chacha, whose names appear in the list of the top 50 wanted men hiding in Pakistan- also appear in the
delete list. The name of late Jagjit Singh Chohan, who died after his return to India, also figures in the list.
Thekedar Jaswant Singh and another Kahlistan idealogue Gurmeet Singh Aulakh are also off the
blacklist. The complete list of the Sikh NRIs whose names have been deleted from the blacklist was
received by the Delhi Gurdwara Management Committee from the Ministry of Home Affairs today.
“When | came to the office this evening, 1 checked the mail and found this important letter from the
Ministry of Home Affairs,” says Paramjit Singh Sarna, president of the DSGMC. “As of now, of rgw 169
Sikh NRIs on the blacklist, 142 names have been taken off because of our persistent efforts,” claims
Sarna.

Contrary to the claims by the Punjab Government that it had forced the Home Ministry to review the list,
a letter from the Home Ministry to the DSGMC says the review had been done following the directions of
the Dethi High Court in response to its writ petition dated February 9,2011.

REVIEW OF BLACKLIST RIBUNE ANALYSIS Khalistan ideologues major beneficiaries
Prabhjot Singh Tribune News Service, Chandigarh, May 14, 2011

A review of the blacklist of Sikh separatists and militants by the Union Home Ministry last month has
benefited dreaded organisation Babbar Khalsa International (BKI) and Khalistan ideologues the most.

Incidentally, the chiefs of all the four infamous Sikh militant bodies -- Wadhawa Singh Babbar alias
Chacha (BKI), Paramjit Singh Panjwar (Khalistan Commando Force), Ranjit Singh alias Neeta of
Khalistan Zindabad Force and Lakhbir Singh Rode and Satinder Pal Singh Gill (International Youth
Federation) have made it off the list. Key Khalistan ideologues, including octogenarian Ganga Singh

Dhitlon of Nankana Sahib Foundation, Gurmeet Singh Aulakh and Gian Singh Sandhu, too, fall in this
category.

Ganga Singh Dhillon was the guest of honour at the World Sikh Education conference held in Chandigarh
in the early 1980s, the time when the struggle for Khalistan had just started.

After removal of their names from the blacklist, they are now legally permitted to visit India (subject to
production of valid travel documents), though it will now be the responsibility of Indian missions abroad
to process their applications in this connection, a source in the police department. Many of them have
cases pending at police stations in Chandigarh, Punjab, Haryana and Delhi.

Interestingly, their present residences are in some of those countries with which India has extradition
treaties signed since the late 1990s. Not many requests for extraditing them were pending with the
countries of their present abode. Sources in the police and intelligence agencies were non-committal on

the action they would initiate in case they, after clearance of their names from the blacklist, decided to
visit India.

Four of them, including Paramjit Singh Panjwar and Wadhawa Singh Babbar, are known to have made
Pakistan their new home. But changing global security scenario after the killing of Osama bin Laden may
have given them the feeling of insecurity and uncertain future.

Intriguingly, while names of those in Pakistan have been cleared from the blacklist, yet they figure
“prominently in the list of 50 sent by the Government of India to Pakistan for handover.

Justice John C Major, who headed the Commission of Inquiry in the Kanishka blast case and was recently
in Chandigarh, said that in Surrey, British Columbia, Sikh fundamentalists were more active than those in

India. And a fairly large number of those whose names had been cleared were settled in and around
Surrey.

Some of the Khalistan ideologues have made the US their home while a few BKI activists have chosen
Germany and other European nations, including England.

Sources reveal that the Union Home Ministry had been under constant pressure from various Sikh bodies,
both from India and overseas, to scrap the list. They had been advocating that those on the list be given
the chance for a fair trial. They quote cases of Dr Sohan Singh and Dr Jagjit Singh Chohan, both
Khalistan ideologues, and also of Wassan Singh Zaffarwal, who was once one of most dreaded militants.

Once they were back in the mainstream, they faced the cases slapped against them and renounced
militancy.
